6 SEC. 2. DESIGNATION OF UKRAINIAN INDEPENDENCE

7 PARK.

8 (a) DESIGNATION.—

9 (1) IN GENERAL.—The area described in para-
10 eraph (2) shall be designated as ‘“Ukrainian Inde-
11 pendence Park”.

12 (2) DESCRIPTION OF AREA.—The area des-
13 ignated as ‘“Ukrainian Independence Park™ under
14 paragraph (1) is comprised of the following prop-
15 erties within the approximate triangular area formed
16 by 22nd Street Northwest to the east, P Street

17 Northwest to the south, and Florida Avenue North-
18 west to the west, in Washington, District of Colum-
19 bia:

20 (A) The property designated by the Na-
21 tional Park Service as reservation 57D.
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(B) The property designated by the Na-
tional Park Service as reservation 360, includ-
ing the portion of such property that contains
the Taras Shevechenko Memorial.

(b) REFERENCE.—Any reference in any law, regula-
tion, document, record, map, paper, or other record of the
United States to the area or properties described in sub-
section (a) 1s deemed to be a reference to ‘“Ukrainian
Independence Park”.

(¢) SIGNAGE.—The Secretary of the Interior may
post signs on or near Ukrainian Independence Park that
include information on the importance of Ukraine’s inde-
pendence, freedom, and sovereignty and the solidarity be-

tween the people of Ukraine and the United States.
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
