SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

11-801.

(a) In this subtitle the following words have the meanings indicated.

(b)  “Board” means the Criminal Injuries Compensation Board.
(c) “Claimant” means the person filing a claim under this subtitle.
(d) (1) “Crime” means:
(1) except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, a criminal

offense under state, federal, or common law that is committed in:
1. this State; or
2. another state against a resident of this State; or

(11) an act of international terrorism as defined in Title 18, § 2331 of
the United States Code that is committed outside of the United States against a resident
of this State.

(2) “Crime” does not include an act involving the operation of a vessel or
motor vehicle unless the act is:

(1) a violation of § 20-102, § 20-104, § 21-902, or § 21-904 of the
Transportation Article; [or]

(II) A VIOLATION OF § 8-738 OF THE NATURAL RESOURCES
ARTICLE; OR

[Gi)] (IIT)  operating a motor vehicle or vessel that results in an
Iintentional injury.
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SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall be construed to

apply only prospectively and may not be applied or interpreted to have any effect on or
application to any final decision of the Secretary of Public Safety and Correctional Services,
for which the time for appeal of the decision has expired, made before the effective date of
this Act.

SECTION 5- 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2017.
