cluding responsibilities with respect to costs, and their re-
spective institutions are hereby authorized to enter into
such agreements of any duration or term that the Boards

“(¢) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.

“(1) SMITHSONIAN INSTITUTION.—There are
authorized to be appropriated to the Board of Re-
gents of the Smithsonian Institution to carry out
this section—

“(A) $4,000,000 for fiscal year 2021;

“(B) $7,600,000 for fiscal year 2022;

“(C) $36,000,000 for fiscal year 2023;

“(D) $37,000,000 for fiscal year 2024;
and

“(E) $4,290,000 for fiscal year 2025.

“(2) NATIONAL GALLERY OF ART.—There are
authorized to be appropriated to the Board of Trust-
ees of the National Gallery of Art to carry out this
section—

“(A) $1,510,000 for fiscal year 2021;
“(B) $11,460,000 for fiscal year 2022;
“(C) $14,210,000 for fiscal year 2023; and
“(D) $13,090,000 for fiscal year 2024.”.
