   * Sec. 3. The uncodified law of the State of Alaska is amended by adding a new section to 14 

read: 15 

TRANSITION: REGULATIONS. (a) The Department of Administration may adopt 16 

regulations necessary to implement this Act. Regulations adopted by the Department of 17 

Administration under this Act relate to the internal management of a state agency and are not 18 

subject to AS 44.62 (Administrative Procedures Act) under AS 14.25.005 and AS 39.35.005. 19 

(b)  Regulations adopted under this section may not take effect before the effective 20 

date of the law being implemented by the regulation. 21
