(2) CONSULTATION.—Notwithstanding any 23

other provision of law, the opening, closure, or any 24

significant modification to an interim or temporary 25
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United States diplomatic facility shall be subject to 1

prior consultation with the appropriate congressional 2

committees and the regular notification procedures 3

of the Committees on Appropriations, except that 4

such consultation and notification may be waived if 5

there is a security risk to personnel. 6

(e) SOFT TARGETS.—Funds appropriated by this Act 7

under the heading ‘‘Embassy Security, Construction, and 8

Maintenance’’, shall be made available for security up-9

grades to soft targets, including schools, recreational fa-10

cilities, and residences used by United States diplomatic 11

personnel and their dependents.

obligation: Provided, That the President shall not enter 9

into any commitment of funds appropriated for the pur-10

poses of section 23 of the Arms Export Control Act for 11

the provision of major defense equipment, other than con-12

ventional ammunition, or other major defense items de-13

fined to be aircraft, ships, missiles, or combat vehicles, not 14

previously justified to Congress or 20 percent in excess 15

of the quantities justified to Congress unless the Commit-16

tees on Appropriations are notified 15 days in advance of 17

such commitment: Provided further, That requirements of 18

this subsection or any similar provision of this or any 19

other Act shall not apply to any reprogramming for a pro-20

gram, project, or activity for which funds are appropriated 21

under titles III through VI of this Act of less than 10 22

percent of the amount previously justified to Congress for 23

obligation for such program, project, or activity for the 24

current fiscal year: Provided further, That any notification 25
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submitted pursuant to subsection (f) of this section shall 1

include information (if known on the date of transmittal 2

of such notification) on the use of notwithstanding author-3

ity. 4

(d) DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE PROGRAMS AND 5

FUNDING NOTIFICATIONS.— 6

ations, and related programs may be made available 10

to support or continue any program initially funded 11

(3) NOTIFICATION ON EXCESS DEFENSE ARTI-4

If the President makes a determination 15

not to comply with any provision of this Act on constitu-16

tional grounds, the head of the relevant Federal agency 17

shall notify the Committees on Appropriations in writing 18

within 5 days of such determination, the basis for such 19

determination and any resulting changes to program or 20

policy. 21

PROHIBITION ON FUNDING FOR INVOLUNTARY 22

out part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as 25

untary sterilization as a method of family planning or to 2

coerce or provide any financial incentive to any person to 3

undergo sterilizations. None of the funds made available 4

to carry out part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, 5

as amended, may be used to pay for any biomedical re-6

search which relates in whole or in part, to methods of, 7

or the performance of, abortions or involuntary steriliza-8

tion as a means of family planning. None of the funds 9

made available to carry out part I of the Foreign Assist-10

ance Act of 1961, as amended, may be obligated or ex-11

pended for any country or organization if the President 12

certifies that the use of these funds by any such country 13

or organization would violate any of the above provisions 14

related to involuntary sterilizations. 15

included in the report accompanying this Act; 7

(2) funds for which the initial period of avail-8

ability has expired; and 9

(3) amounts designated by this Act as min-10

imum funding requirements.

SEC. 7021. (a) LETHAL MILITARY EQUIPMENT EX-8

PORTS.— 9

(1) PROHIBITION.—None of the funds appro-10

priated or otherwise made available under titles III 11

through VI of this Act may be made available to any 12

foreign government which provides lethal military 13

equipment to a country the government of which the 14

interest. 14

any commodity for export by any country other than the 25

on world markets at the time the resulting productive ca-2

pacity is expected to become operative and if the assist-3

ance will cause substantial injury to United States pro-4

ducers of the same, similar, or competing commodity: Pro-5

vided, That such prohibition shall not apply to the Export- 6

Import Bank if in the judgment of its Board of Directors 7

the benefits to industry and employment in the United 8

States are likely to outweigh the injury to United States 9

producers of the same, similar, or competing commodity, 10

and the Chairman of the Board so notifies the Committees 11

on Appropriations: Provided further, That this subsection 12

shall not prohibit— 13

(1) activities in a country that is eligible for as-14

sistance from the International Development Asso-15

shall take all necessary steps to ensure that the 2

equivalent of the local currencies disbursed pursuant 3

to subsection (a)(2)(A) from the separate account 4

established pursuant to subsection (a)(1) are used 5

for the purposes agreed upon pursuant to subsection 6

(a)(2). 7

(4) TERMINATION OF ASSISTANCE PRO-8

GRAMS.—Upon termination of assistance to a coun-9

try under chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of 10

part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (as 11

the case may be), any unencumbered balances of 12

funds which remain in a separate account estab-13

lished pursuant to subsection (a) shall be disposed of 14

for such purposes as may be agreed to by the gov-15

ernment of that country and the United States Gov-16

ernment. 17

(b) SEPARATE ACCOUNTS FOR CASH TRANSFERS.— 18

(1) IN GENERAL.—If assistance is made avail-19

able to the government of a foreign country, under 20

chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of 21

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as cash transfer 22

assistance or as nonproject sector assistance, that 23

country shall be required to maintain such funds in 24
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a separate account and not commingle with any 1

other funds. 2

(2) APPLICABILITY OF OTHER PROVISIONS OF 3

LAW.—Such funds may be obligated and expended 4

notwithstanding provisions of law which are incon-5

sistent with the nature of this assistance including 6

provisions which are referenced in the Joint Explan-7

atory Statement of the Committee of Conference ac-8

companying House Joint Resolution 648 (House Re-9

port No. 98–1159). 10

(3) NOTIFICATION.—At least 15 days prior to 11

obligating any such cash transfer or nonproject sec-12

tor assistance, the President shall submit a notifica-13

tion through the regular notification procedures of 14

the Committees on Appropriations, which shall in-15

clude a detailed description of how the funds pro-16

posed to be made available will be used, with a dis-17

cussion of the United States interests that will be 18

served by such assistance (including, as appropriate, 19

a description of the economic policy reforms that will 20

be promoted by such assistance). 21

(4) EXEMPTION.—Nonproject sector assistance 22

funds may be exempt from the requirements of para-23

graph (1) only through the regular notification pro-24

cedures of the Committees on Appropriations. 25
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ELIGIBILITY FOR ASSISTANCE 1

SEC. 7027. (a) ASSISTANCE THROUGH NONGOVERN-2

MENTAL ORGANIZATIONS.—Restrictions contained in this 3

or any other Act with respect to assistance for a country 4

shall not be construed to restrict assistance in support of 5

programs of nongovernmental organizations from funds 6

appropriated by this Act to carry out the provisions of 7

chapters 1, 10, 11, and 12 of part I and chapter 4 of 8

part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 and from 9

funds appropriated under the heading ‘‘Assistance for Eu-10

7028. (a) REQUIREMENTS FOR EXCEPTIONS TO 18

COMPETITION FOR LOCAL ENTITIES.—Funds appro-19

priated by this Act that are made available to the United 20

States Agency for International Development may only be 21

made available for limited competitions through local enti-22

(B) effective monitoring and evaluation 11

systems are in place to ensure that award fund-12

ing is used for its intended purposes; and 13

(3) no level of acceptable fraud is assumed. 14

(b) EXTENSION OF PROCUREMENT AUTHORITY.— 15

Section 7077 of the Department of State, Foreign Oper-16

ations, and Related Programs Appropriations Act, 2012 17

(division I of Public Law 112–74) shall continue in effect 18

during fiscal year 2022. 19

INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS 20

SEC. 7029. (a) EVALUATIONS AND REPORT.—The 21

Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United States 22

executive director of each international financial institu-23

tion to use the voice of the United States to encourage 24

such institution to adopt and implement a publicly avail-25
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able policy, including the strategic use of peer reviews and 1

external experts, to conduct independent, in-depth evalua-2

tions of the effectiveness of at least 35 percent of all loans, 3

grants, programs, and significant analytical non-lending 4

activities in advancing the institution’s goals of reducing 5

poverty and promoting equitable economic growth, con-6

sistent with relevant safeguards, to ensure that decisions 7

to support such loans, grants, programs, and activities are 8

based on accurate data and objective analysis. 9

(b) SAFEGUARDS.— 10

(1) STANDARD.—The Secretary of the Treasury 11

shall instruct the United States Executive Director 12

of the International Bank for Reconstruction and 13

Development and the International Development As-14

sociation to use the voice and vote of the United 15

States to oppose any loan, grant, policy, or strategy 16

if such institution has adopted and is implementing 17

any social or environmental safeguard relevant to 18

such loan, grant, policy, or strategy that provides 19

less protection than World Bank safeguards in effect 20

on September 30, 2015.

to any international financial institution while the United 22

States executive director to such institution is com-23

pensated by the institution at a rate which, together with 24

SEC. 7031. (a) LIMITATION ON DIRECT GOVERN-22

MENT-TO-GOVERNMENT ASSISTANCE.— 23

(1) REQUIREMENTS.—Funds appropriated by 24

this Act may be made available for direct govern-25
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ment-to-government assistance only if the require-1

ments included in section 7031(a)(1)(A) through (E) 2

of the Department of State, Foreign Operations, and 3

Related Programs Appropriations Act, 2019 (divi-4

sion F of Public Law 116–6) are fully met. 5

(2) CONSULTATION AND NOTIFICATION.—In 6

addition to the requirements in paragraph (1), funds 7

may only be made available for direct government- 8

to-government assistance subject to prior consulta-9

tion with, and the regular notification procedures of, 10

the Committees on Appropriations: Provided, That 11

such notification shall contain an explanation of how 12

the proposed activity meets the requirements of 13

paragraph (1): Provided further, That the require-14

ments of this paragraph shall only apply to direct 15

government-to-government assistance in excess of 16

$10,000,000 and all funds available for cash trans-17

fer, budget support, and cash payments to individ-18

uals.

national Development or the Secretary of State, as 22

appropriate, shall suspend any direct government-to- 23

termination of ‘‘significant progress’’ or ‘‘no signifi-9

cant progress’’ in meeting the minimum require-10

ments of fiscal transparency, and make such deter-11

minations publicly available in an annual ‘‘Fiscal 12

Transparency Report’’ to be posted on the Depart-13

ment of State website: Provided, That such report 14

shall include the elements included under this sec-15

tion in the report accompanying this Act. 16

(3) ASSISTANCE.—Not less than $7,000,000 of 17

the funds appropriated by this Act under the head-18

ing ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’ shall be made avail-19

able for programs and activities to assist govern-20

ments identified pursuant to paragraph (1) to im-21

prove budget transparency and to support civil soci-22

ety organizations in such countries that promote 23

budget transparency. 24

(c) ANTI-KLEPTOCRACY AND HUMAN RIGHTS.— 25
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(1) INELIGIBILITY.— 1

(A) Officials of foreign governments and 2

their immediate family members about whom 3

the Secretary of State has credible information 4

have been involved, directly or indirectly, in sig-5

nificant corruption, including corruption related 6

to the extraction of natural resources, or a 7

gross violation of human rights, including the 8

wrongful detention of locally employed staff of 9

a United States diplomatic mission or a United 10

States citizen or national, shall be ineligible for 11

entry into the United States. 12

(B) The Secretary shall also publicly or 13

privately designate or identify the officials of 14

foreign governments and their immediate family 15

members about whom the Secretary has such 16

credible information without regard to whether 17

the individual has applied for a visa. 18

(2) EXCEPTION.—Individuals shall not be ineli-19

gible for entry into the United States pursuant to 20

paragraph (1) if such entry would further important 21

United States law enforcement objectives or is nec-22

essary to permit the United States to fulfill its obli-23

gations under the United Nations Headquarters 24

Agreement: Provided, That nothing in paragraph (1) 25
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shall be construed to derogate from United States 1

(3) WAIVER.—The Secretary may waive the ap-4

plication of paragraph (1) if the Secretary deter-5

mines that the waiver would serve a compelling na-6

tional interest or that the circumstances which 7

caused the individual to be ineligible have changed 8

sufficiently.

(4) REPORT.—Not later than 30 days after en-10

actment of this Act, and every 90 days thereafter 11

until September 30, 2022, the Secretary of State 12

shall submit a report, including a classified annex if 13

necessary, to the appropriate congressional commit-14

tees and the Committees on the Judiciary describing 15

the information related to corruption or violation of 16

2052) 19

and the amendments made by such section, and to 20

prevent the sale of conflict diamonds, and provide 21

technical assistance to promote independent audit 22

mechanisms and support civil society participation in 23

natural resource management. 24
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(2) PUBLIC DISCLOSURE AND INDEPENDENT 1

AUDITS.—(A) The Secretary of the Treasury shall 2

instruct the executive director of each international 3

financial institution that it is the policy of the 4

United States to use the voice and vote of the 5

United States to oppose any assistance by such in-6

stitutions (including any loan, credit, grant, or guar-7

antee) to any country for the extraction and export 8

of a natural resource if the government of such 9

country has in place laws, regulations, or procedures 10

to prevent or limit the public disclosure of company 11

payments as required by United States law, and un-12

less such government has adopted laws, regulations, 13

or procedures in the sector in which assistance is 14

being considered to meet the standards included 15

under this section in the report accompanying this 16

Act.

(b) AUTHORITIES.— 16

ment for Democracy’’ may be made available not-20

withstanding any other provision of law, and with 21

regard to the National Endowment for Democracy 22

(NED), any regulation. 23

(2) BENEFICIARIES.—Funds made available by 24

this Act for the NED are made available pursuant 25
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to the authority of the National Endowment for De-1

mocracy Act (title V of Public Law 98–164), includ-2

ing all decisions regarding the selection of bene-3

ficiaries. 4

(c) DEFINITION OF DEMOCRACY PROGRAMS.—For 5

purposes of funds appropriated by this Act, the term ‘‘de-6

mocracy programs’’ means programs that support good 7

governance, credible and competitive elections, freedom of 8

expression, association, assembly, and religion, human 9

rights, labor rights, independent media, and the rule of 10

law, and that otherwise strengthen the capacity of demo-11

cratic political parties, governments, nongovernmental or-12

ganizations and institutions, and citizens to support the 13

development of democratic states and institutions that are 14

responsive and accountable to citizens. 15

(d) PROGRAM PRIORITIZATION.—Funds made avail-16

able pursuant to this section that are made available for 17

programs to strengthen government institutions shall be 18

prioritized for those institutions that demonstrate a com-19

mitment to democracy and the rule of law. 20

(e) RESTRICTION ON PRIOR APPROVAL.—With re-21

spect to the provision of assistance for democracy pro-22

grams in this Act, the organizations implementing such 23

assistance, the specific nature of that assistance, and the 24

participants in such programs shall not be subject to the 25
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prior approval by the government of any foreign country: 1

Provided, That the Secretary of State, in coordination 2

with the Administrator of the United States Agency for 3

International Development, shall report to the Committees 4

on Appropriations, not later than 120 days after enact-5

ment of this Act, detailing steps taken by the Department 6

of State and USAID to comply with the requirements of 7

this subsection. 8

(f) CONTINUATION OF CURRENT PRACTICES.— 9

USAID shall continue to implement civil society and polit-10

ical competition and consensus building programs abroad 11

with funds appropriated by this Act in a manner that rec-12

ognizes the unique benefits of grants and cooperative 13

agreements in implementing such programs. 14

(g) INFORMING THE NATIONAL ENDOWMENT FOR 15

DEMOCRACY.—The Assistant Secretary for Democracy, 16

Human Rights, and Labor, Department of State, and the 17

Assistant Administrator for Democracy, Conflict, and Hu-18

manitarian Assistance, USAID, shall regularly inform the 19

NED of democracy programs that are planned and sup-20

ported by funds made available by this Act and prior Acts 21

making appropriations for the Department of State, for-22

eign operations, and related programs. 23

(h) PROTECTION OF CIVIL SOCIETY ACTIVISTS AND 24

JOURNALISTS.—Of the funds appropriated by this Act 25
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under the headings ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’ and ‘‘De-1

mocracy Fund’’, not less than $25,000,000 shall be made 2

available to support and protect civil society activists and 3

journalists who have been threatened, harassed, or at-4

tacked, including journalists affiliated with the United 5

States Agency for Global Media, consistent with the action 6

plan required under this section in the explanatory state-7

ment described in section 4 (in the matter preceding divi-8

sion A of this consolidated Act), and on the same terms 9

and conditions of section 7032(i) of the Department of 10

State, Foreign Operations, and Related Programs Appro-11

priations Act, 2018 (division K of Public Law 115–141). 12

(i) INTERNATIONAL FREEDOM OF EXPRESSION.— 13

(1) OPERATIONS.—Funds appropriated by this 14

Act under the heading ‘‘Diplomatic Programs’’ shall 15

be made available for the Bureau of Democracy, 16

Human Rights, and Labor, Department of State, for 17

the costs of administering programs designed to pro-18

mote and defend freedom of expression and the inde-19

pendence of the media in countries where such free-20

dom and independence are restricted or denied. 21

(2) ASSISTANCE.—Of the funds appropriated by 22

this Act under the heading ‘‘Economic Support 23

Fund’’, not less than $15,000,000 shall be made 24

available for programs that promote and defend 25
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freedom of expression and the independence of the 1

media abroad: Provided, That such funds are in ad-2

dition to funds otherwise made available by this Act 3

for such purposes, and are intended to complement 4

emergency and safety programs for civil society, in-5

cluding journalists and media outlets at risk: Pro-6

vided further, That such funds shall be subject to 7

prior consultation with, and the regular notification 8

procedures of, the Committees on Appropriations. 9

pose of assistance, under the headings ‘‘Peace-22

keeping Operations’’, ‘‘International Military Edu-23

cation and Training’’, and ‘‘Foreign Military Fi-24

nancing Program’’. 25

in the region and to United States investment and 21

trade in the Middle East and North Africa; 22

(2) the Arab League boycott, which was regret-23

tably reinstated in 1997, should be immediately and 24

Boycott of Israel immediately disbanded; 2

(3) all Arab League states should normalize re-3

lations with their neighbor Israel; 4

(4) the President and the Secretary of State 5

should continue to vigorously oppose the Arab 6

League boycott of Israel and find concrete steps to 7

demonstrate that opposition by, for example, taking 8

into consideration the participation of any recipient 9

country in the boycott when determining to sell 10

weapons to said country; and 11

(5) the President should report to Congress an-12

nually on specific steps being taken by the United 13

States to encourage Arab League states to normalize 14

their relations with Israel to bring about the termi-15

nation of the Arab League boycott of Israel, includ-16

ing those to encourage allies and trading partners of 17

the United States to enact laws prohibiting busi-18

nesses from complying with the boycott and penal-19

izing businesses that do comply. 20

PALESTINIAN STATEHOOD 21

SEC. 7037. (a) LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE.—None 22

of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of 23

this Act may be provided to support a Palestinian state 24
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unless the Secretary of State determines and certifies to 1

the appropriate congressional committees that— 2

(1) the governing entity of a new Palestinian 3

state— 4

(A) has demonstrated a firm commitment 5

(B) is taking appropriate measures to 8

counter terrorism and terrorist financing in the 9

West Bank and Gaza, including the dismantling 10

of terrorist infrastructures, and is cooperating 11

with appropriate Israeli and other appropriate 12

security organizations; and 13

(2) the Palestinian Authority (or the governing 14

entity of a new Palestinian state) is working with 15

other countries in the region to vigorously pursue ef-16

forts to establish a just, lasting, and comprehensive 17

peace in the Middle East that will enable Israel and 18

an independent Palestinian state to exist within the 19

context of full and normal relationships, which 20

should include— 21

(A) termination of all claims or states of 22

belligerency; 23

(B) respect for and acknowledgment of the 24

sovereignty, territorial integrity, and political 25
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independence of every state in the area through 1

measures including the establishment of demili-2

tarized zones; 3

(C) their right to live in peace within se-4

cure and recognized boundaries free from 5

threats or acts of force; 6

(D) freedom of navigation through inter-7

national waterways in the area; and 8

(E) a framework for achieving a just set-9

tlement of the refugee problem. 10

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-11

gress that the governing entity should enact a constitution 12

assuring the rule of law, an independent judiciary, and 13

respect for human rights for its citizens, and should enact 14

other laws and regulations assuring transparent and ac-15

countable governance. 16

(c) WAIVER.—The President may waive subsection 17

(a) if the President determines that it is important to the 18

national security interest of the United States to do so. 19

(d) EXEMPTION.—The restriction in subsection (a) 20

shall not apply to assistance intended to help reform the 21

Palestinian Authority and affiliated institutions, or the 22

governing entity, in order to help meet the requirements 23

of subsection (a), consistent with the provisions of section 24
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7040 of this Act (‘‘Limitation on Assistance for the Pales-1

tinian Authority’’). 2

PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE TO THE PALESTINIAN 3

ASSISTANCE FOR THE WEST BANK AND GAZA 10

entities or educational institutions, those that have as a 5

principal officer of the entity’s governing board or gov-6

erning board of trustees any individual that has been de-7

termined to be involved in, or advocating terrorist activity 8

or determined to be a member of a designated foreign ter-9

rorist organization: Provided, That the Secretary of State 10

shall, as appropriate, establish procedures specifying the 11

steps to be taken in carrying out this subsection and shall 12

terminate assistance to any individual, entity, or edu-13

cational institution which the Secretary has determined to 14

be involved in or advocating terrorist activity. 15

(c) PROHIBITION.— 16

(1) RECOGNITION OF ACTS OF TERRORISM.— 17

None of the funds appropriated under titles III 18

through VI of this Act for assistance under the West 19

Bank and Gaza Program may be made available 20

for— 21

(A) the purpose of recognizing or otherwise 22

honoring individuals who commit, or have com-23

mitted acts of terrorism; and 24
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(B) any educational institution located in 1

the West Bank or Gaza that is named after an 2

individual who the Secretary of State deter-3

mines has committed an act of terrorism. 4

(2) SECURITY ASSISTANCE AND REPORTING RE-5

QUIREMENT.—Notwithstanding any other provision 6

of law, none of the funds made available by this or 7

prior appropriations Acts, including funds made 8

available by transfer, may be made available for obli-9

gation for security assistance for the West Bank and 10

Gaza until the Secretary of State reports to the 11

Committees on Appropriations on the benchmarks 12

that have been established for security assistance for 13

the West Bank and Gaza and reports on the extent 14

of Palestinian compliance with such benchmarks. 15

(d) OVERSIGHT BY THE UNITED STATES AGENCY 16

FOR INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT.— 17

(1) The Administrator of the United States 18

Agency for International Development shall ensure 19

that Federal or non-Federal audits of all contractors 20

and grantees, and significant subcontractors and 21

sub-grantees, under the West Bank and Gaza Pro-22

gram, are conducted at least on an annual basis to 23

ensure, among other things, compliance with this 24

SEC. 7040. (a) PROHIBITION OF FUNDS.—None of 5

the funds appropriated by this Act to carry out the provi-6

sions of chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance 7

Act of 1961 may be obligated or expended with respect 8

to providing funds to the Palestinian Authority. 9

(b) WAIVER.—The prohibition included in subsection 10

dent pro tempore of the Senate, and the Committees on 13

Appropriations that waiving such prohibition is important 14

to the national security interest of the United States. 15

(c) PERIOD OF APPLICATION OF WAIVER.—Any 16

waiver pursuant to subsection (b) shall be effective for no 17

more than a period of 6 months at a time and shall not 18

apply beyond 12 months after the enactment of this Act. 19

(d) REPORT.—Whenever the waiver authority pursu-20

ant to subsection (b) is exercised, the President shall sub-21

mit a report to the Committees on Appropriations detail-22

ing the justification for the waiver, the purposes for which 23

the funds will be spent, and the accounting procedures in 24

place to ensure that the funds are properly disbursed: Pro-25
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vided, That the report shall also detail the steps the Pales-1

tinian Authority has taken to arrest terrorists, confiscate 2

weapons and dismantle the terrorist infrastructure. 3

(e) CERTIFICATION.—If the President exercises the 4

(4) Whenever the certification pursuant to 18

paragraph (2) is exercised, the Secretary of State 19

shall submit a report to the Committees on Appro-20

priations within 120 days of the certification and 21

every quarter thereafter on whether such govern-22

ment, including all of its ministers or such equiva-23

lent are continuing to comply with the principles 24

contained in section 620K(b)(1) (A) and (B) of the 25
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Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended: Pro-1

vided, That the report shall also detail the amount, 2

purposes and delivery mechanisms for any assistance 3

provided pursuant to the abovementioned certifi-4

cation and a full accounting of any direct support of 5

such government.

(5) None of the funds appropriated under titles 7

(iv) the extent to which such govern-4

ment is strengthening democracy in Paki-5

stan, including protecting freedom of ex-6

pression, assembly, and religion. 7

(c) WAIVER.—The Secretary of State may waive the 11

restriction in subsection (a) on a case-by-case basis if the 12

Secretary certifies to the Committees on Appropriations 13

that such waiver is important to the national interest of 14

the United States.

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(b) AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS.—Funds appropriated 1

by this Act for UNFPA, that are not made available for 2

UNFPA because of the operation of any provision of law, 3

shall be transferred to the ‘‘Global Health Programs’’ ac-4

count and shall be made available for family planning, ma-5

ternal, and reproductive health activities, subject to the 6

regular notification procedures of the Committees on Ap-7

propriations.

(2) PROHIBITION.—None of the funds made available 5

in this Act nor any unobligated balances from prior appro-6

priations Acts may be made available to any organization 7

or program which, as determined by the President of the 8

United States, directly supports or participates in the 9

management of a program of coercive abortion or involun-10

tary sterilization: Provided, That any determination made 11

pursuant to this paragraph must be made not later than 12

6 months after the date of enactment of this Act, and 13

must be accompanied by the evidence and criteria utilized 14

to make the determination: Provided further, That none 15

of the funds made available under this Act may be used 16

to lobby for or against abortion.

of general welfare or the right of access to health care, 18

(D) the project shall provide family planning accep-21

tors comprehensible information on the health benefits 22

and risks of the method chosen, including those conditions 23

that might render the use of the method inadvisable and 24
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those adverse side effects known to be consequent to the 1

use of the method; 2

(E) the project shall ensure that experimental contra-3

ceptive drugs and devices and medical procedures are pro-4

vided only in the context of a scientific study in which 5

participants are advised of potential risks and benefits; 6

and 7

(F) not less than 60 days after the date on which 8

the USAID Administrator determines that there has been 9

a violation of the requirements contained in subpara-10

graphs (A), (B), (C), or (E) of this paragraph, or a pat-11

tern or practice of violations of the requirements contained 12

in subparagraph (D) of such paragraph, the Adminis-13

trator shall submit to the Committees on Appropriations 14

a report containing a description of such violation and the 15

corrective action taken by the Agency.

fined in section 1701(c)(2) of the International Fi-22

nancial Institutions Act (22 U.S.C. 262r(c)(2))) to 23

use the voice and vote of the United States at the 24

(2) IMF ISSUANCE OF SPECIAL DRAWING 3

RIGHTS.—It is the policy of the United States to 4

support the issuance of a special allocation of not 5

less than 1,542,000,000,000 Special Drawing Rights 6

so that governments are able to access additional re-7

sources to finance their responses to the global 8

COVID–19 pandemic. The Secretary of the Treas-9

ury shall use the voice and vote of the United States 10

to support the issuance, and shall instruct the 11

United States Executive Director at the Inter-12

national Monetary Fund to support the same.

(3) The Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct 14

the United States Executive Director at the Inter-15

SEC. 7075. None of the funds made available by this 20

Act may be used to create, procure, or display any map 21

that depicts Taiwan, Kinmen, Matsu, Penghu, Wuciou, 22

Green Island, or Orchid Island as part of the territory of 23
