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(A) IN GENERAL.—Section 101 of the Se-
cure Rural Schools and Community Self-Deter-
mination Act of 2000 (16 U.S.C. 7111) is

“(2) COUNTY PAYMENT.—If an eligible county
that will receive a county payment for fiscal year

2016 has already received a 50-percent payment for
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fiscal year 2016, the amount of the county payment
shall be reduced by the amount of the 50-percent
payment.

“(3) ProMPT PAYMENT.—Not later than 45
days after the date of enactment of this subsection,
the Secretary of the Treasury shall make all pay-
ments under this title for fiscal year 2016.”.
