AN ACT 

Making appropriations for the Department of Defense for 

the fiscal year ending September 30, 2019, and for other 

purposes. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

has been denied by the Congress: Provided further, That 4

a request for multiple reprogrammings of funds using au-5

thority provided in this section shall be made prior to June 6

30, 2019: Provided further, That transfers among military 7

personnel appropriations shall not be taken into account 8

for purposes of the limitation on the amount of funds that 9

may be transferred under this section. 10

SEC. 8006. (a) With regard to the list of specific pro-11

grams, projects, and activities (and the dollar amounts 12

and adjustments to budget activities corresponding to 13

such programs, projects, and activities) contained in the 14

tables titled Explanation of Project Level Adjustments in 15

the explanatory statement regarding this Act, the obliga-16

tion and expenditure of amounts appropriated or other-17

wise made available in this Act for those programs, 18

projects, and activities for which the amounts appro-19

priated exceed the amounts requested are hereby required 20

by law to be carried out in the manner provided by such 21

tables to the same extent as if the tables were included 22

in the text of this Act.

(6) ‘‘Drug Interdiction and Counter-drug Ac-14

tivities, Defense’’. 15

(TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 16

SEC. 8008. During the current fiscal year, cash bal-17

ances in working capital funds of the Department of De-18

fense established pursuant to section 2208 of title 10, 19

United States Code, may be maintained in only such 20

amounts as are necessary at any time for cash disburse-21

ments to be made from such funds: Provided, That trans-22

fers may be made between such funds: Provided further, 23

That transfers may be made between working capital 24

funds and the ‘‘Foreign Currency Fluctuations, Defense’’ 25
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appropriation and the ‘‘Operation and Maintenance’’ ap-1

propriation accounts in such amounts as may be deter-2

mined by the Secretary of Defense, with the approval of 3

the Office of Management and Budget, except that such 4

transfers may not be made unless the Secretary of Defense 5

has notified the Congress of the proposed transfer: Pro-6

vided further, That except in amounts equal to the 7

amounts appropriated to working capital funds in this Act, 8

no obligations may be made against a working capital fund 9

to procure or increase the value of war reserve material 10

inventory, unless the Secretary of Defense has notified the 11

Congress prior to any such obligation.

yond advance procurement activities in the fiscal 3

(4) the contract does not provide for a price ad-14

justment based on a failure to award a follow-on 15

contract.

Super Hornet and EA–18G Aircraft variants; E–2D 19

KC–130J, HC–130J, MC–130J, AC–130J Aircraft. 21

SEC. 8011. Within the funds appropriated for the op-22

eration and maintenance of the Armed Forces, funds are 23

hereby appropriated pursuant to section 401 of title 10, 24

United States Code, for humanitarian and civic assistance 25
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costs under chapter 20 of title 10, United States Code. 1

Such funds may also be obligated for humanitarian and 2

civic assistance costs incidental to authorized operations 3

and pursuant to authority granted in section 401 of chap-4

ter 20 of title 10, United States Code, and these obliga-5

tions shall be reported as required by section 401(d) of 6

title 10, United States Code: Provided, That funds avail-7

able for operation and maintenance shall be available for 8

providing humanitarian and similar assistance by using 9

Civic Action Teams in the Trust Territories of the Pacific 10

Islands and freely associated states of Micronesia, pursu-11

ant to the Compact of Free Association as authorized by 12

Public Law 99–239: Provided further, That upon a deter-13

mination by the Secretary of the Army that such action 14

is beneficial for graduate medical education programs con-15

ducted at Army medical facilities located in Hawaii, the 16

Secretary of the Army may authorize the provision of med-17

ical services at such facilities and transportation to such 18

facilities, on a nonreimbursable basis, for civilian patients 19

from American Samoa, the Commonwealth of the North-20

ern Mariana Islands, the Marshall Islands, the Federated 21

States of Micronesia, Palau, and Guam. 22

SEC. 8012. (a) During the current fiscal year, the 23

civilian personnel of the Department of Defense may not 24

be managed on the basis of any end-strength, and the 25

Air Patrol Corporation operation and maintenance, 11

readiness, counter-drug activities, and drug demand 12

reduction activities involving youth programs; 13

(2) $10,800,000 shall be available from ‘‘Air-14

craft Procurement, Air Force’’; and 15

(3) $1,700,000 shall be available from ‘‘Other 16

Procurement, Air Force’’ for vehicle procurement. 17

(b) The Secretary of the Air Force should waive reim-18

bursement for any funds used by the Civil Air Patrol for 19

counter-drug activities in support of Federal, State, and 20

local government agencies.

Act are available to establish a new Department of De-23

fense (department) federally funded research and develop-24

ment center (FFRDC), either as a new entity, or as a 25
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separate entity administrated by an organization man-1

aging another FFRDC, or as a nonprofit membership cor-2

poration consisting of a consortium of other FFRDCs and 3

other nonprofit entities. 4

(b) No member of a Board of Directors, Trustees, 5

Overseers, Advisory Group, Special Issues Panel, Visiting 6

Committee, or any similar entity of a defense FFRDC, 7

and no paid consultant to any defense FFRDC, except 8

when acting in a technical advisory capacity, may be com-9

pensated for his or her services as a member of such enti-10

ty, or as a paid consultant by more than one FFRDC in 11

a fiscal year: Provided, That a member of any such entity 12

referred to previously in this subsection shall be allowed 13

travel expenses and per diem as authorized under the Fed-14

eral Joint Travel Regulations, when engaged in the per-15

formance of membership duties.

in this subsection, not more than 1,125 staff years may 8

be funded for the defense studies and analysis FFRDCs: 9

Provided further, That this subsection shall not apply to 10

staff years funded in the National Intelligence Program 11

(NIP) and the Military Intelligence Program (MIP). 12

(e) The Secretary of Defense shall, with the submis-13

sion of the department’s fiscal year 2020 budget request, 14

submit a report presenting the specific amounts of staff 15

years of technical effort to be allocated for each defense 16

FFRDC during that fiscal year and the associated budget 17

estimates. 18

(f) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Act, 19

the total amount appropriated in this Act for FFRDCs 20

is hereby reduced by $179,000,000. 21

SEC. 8024. None of the funds appropriated or made 22

available in this Act shall be used to procure carbon, alloy, 23

or armor steel plate for use in any Government-owned fa-24

cility or property under the control of the Department of 25
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Defense which were not melted and rolled in the United 1

States or Canada: Provided, That these procurement re-2

strictions shall apply to any and all Federal Supply Class 3

9515, American Society of Testing and Materials (ASTM) 4

or American Iron and Steel Institute (AISI) specifications 5

of carbon, alloy or armor steel plate: Provided further, 6

That the Secretary of the military department responsible 7

for the procurement may waive this restriction on a case- 8

During the current fiscal year, amounts 19

contained in the Department of Defense Overseas Military 20

Facility Investment Recovery Account established by sec-21

tion 2921(c)(1) of the National Defense Authorization Act 22

of 1991 (Public Law 101–510; 10 U.S.C. 2687 note) shall 23

be available until expended for the payments specified by 24

section 2921(c)(2) of that Act. 25
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SEC. 8029. (a) Notwithstanding any other provision 1

of law, the Secretary of the Air Force may convey at no 2

cost to the Air Force, without consideration, to Indian 3

tribes located in the States of Nevada, Idaho, North Da-4

kota, South Dakota, Montana, Oregon, Minnesota, and 5

Washington relocatable military housing units located at 6

Grand Forks Air Force Base, Malmstrom Air Force Base, 7

Mountain Home Air Force Base, Ellsworth Air Force 8

Base, and Minot Air Force Base that are excess to the 9

needs of the Air Force. 10

(b) The Secretary of the Air Force shall convey, at 11

no cost to the Air Force, military housing units under sub-12

section (a) in accordance with the request for such units 13

that are submitted to the Secretary by the Operation 14

Walking Shield Program on behalf of Indian tribes located 15

in the States of Nevada, Idaho, North Dakota, South Da-16

kota, Montana, Oregon, Minnesota, and Washington. Any 17

such conveyance shall be subject to the condition that the 18

housing units shall be removed within a reasonable period 19

of time, as determined by the Secretary. 20

(c) The Operation Walking Shield Program shall re-21

solve any conflicts among requests of Indian tribes for 22

housing units under subsection (a) before submitting re-23

quests to the Secretary of the Air Force under subsection 24

(b).

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(d) In this section, the term ‘‘Indian tribe’’ means 1

any recognized Indian tribe included on the current list 2

published by the Secretary of the Interior under section 3

(Public Law 103–454; 108 Stat. 4792; 25 U.S.C. 5131). 5

SEC. 8030. During the current fiscal year, appropria-6

tions which are available to the Department of Defense 7

for operation and maintenance may be used to purchase 8

items having an investment item unit cost of not more 9

than $250,000. 10

SEC. 8031. None of the funds made available by this 11

Act may be used to— 12

(1) disestablish, or prepare to disestablish, a 13

Senior Reserve Officers’ Training Corps program in 14

accordance with Department of Defense Instruction 15

Number 1215.08, dated June 26, 2006; or 16

(2) close, downgrade from host to extension 17

center, or place on probation a Senior Reserve Offi-18

cers’ Training Corps program in accordance with the 19

information paper of the Department of the Army 20

titled ‘‘Army Senior Reserve Officer’s Training 21

Corps (SROTC) Program Review and Criteria’’, 22

dated January 27, 2014.
