Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Save our Stages Exten-
sion Act”.

SEC. 2. GRANTS FOR SHUTTERED VENUE OPERATORS.

Section 324(d) of title III of division N of the Con-
solidated Appropriations Act, 2021 (Public Law 116-260)
1s amended by striking paragraph (1) and inserting the

following:
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“(1) TIMING.—

“(A) EXPENSES INCURRED.—Amounts re-
ceived under a grant under this section may be
used for costs incurred during the period begin-
ning on March 1, 2020, and ending on March
11, 2023.

“(B) EXPENDITURE.—An eligible person
or entity shall return to the Administrator any
amounts received under a grant under this sec-
tion that are not expended on or before April
15, 2023, with respect to costs incurred during
the period described in subparagraph (A).”.
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
