SEC. 2. DEFINITION. 1

In this Act, the terms ‘‘defense article’’ and ‘‘defense 2

service’’ have the meanings given those terms in section 3

47 of the Arms Export Control Act (22 U.S.C. 2794). 4

SEC. 3. SENSE OF CONGRESS. 5

It is the sense of Congress that— 6

(1) it is in the national security interests of the 7

United States— 8

(A) to continue and deepen the security 9

partnership between the United States and 10

Ukraine; and 11

(B) to support Ukraine’s sovereignty and 12

territorial integrity; 13
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(2) aggression and malign influence by the Gov-1

ernment of the Russian Federation and its proxies 2

in Ukraine are a threat to the democratic sov-3

ereignty of Ukraine and the lives and livelihoods of 4

its people; 5

(3) the increase in Russian Federation troops, 6

armor, artillery, and associated military equipment 7

on Ukraine’s border that began in March 2021 and 8

escalated significantly in October 2021— 9

(A) threatens the safety, security, financial 10

stability, and sovereignty of Ukraine; 11

(B) is destabilizing to the security of the 12

entire European continent; and 13

(C) may presage an invasion of Ukraine by 14

the Russian Federation, an event that would be 15

Russia’s second invasion of Ukraine since 2014; 16

(4) the United States, in coordination with the 17

European Union, the North Atlantic Treaty Organi-18

zation (NATO), Organization for Security and Co- 19

operation in Europe (OSCE) and members of the 20

international community, should— 21

(A) support the territorial integrity of 22

Ukraine; and 23

(B) take action to oppose any effort by the 24

Government of the Russian Federation to fur-25
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ther encroach on Ukraine’s territory and inde-1

pendence; 2

(5) any concession made by the United States 3

and NATO to the demands of the Government of 4

the Russian Federation regarding NATO member-5

ship or expansion is antithetical to the North Atlan-6

tic Treaty and the commitments at the core of the 7

liberal democratic order; 8

(6) economic and financial sanctions, when used 9

as part of a coordinated and comprehensive strategy, 10

are a powerful tool to advance United States foreign 11

policy and national security interests; and 12

(7) the United States, in coordination with al-13

lies and partners of the United States, should im-14

pose substantial new sanctions and export controls 15

in response to each act of aggression by the Govern-16

ment of the Russian Federation or its proxies, and 17

to their full extent in the event of escalatory military 18

operations or other destabilizing aggression against 19

Ukraine. 20

SEC. 4. STATEMENT OF POLICY. 21

It is the policy of the United States— 22

(1) to support the territorial integrity of 23

Ukraine and other countries against aggression by 24
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the Government of the Russian Federation or its 1

proxies; 2

(2) to ensure the swift and ongoing provision to 3

Ukraine of lethal and nonlethal security assistance, 4

including surface-to-air missiles, air defense systems, 5

anti-ship missiles, and anti-tank capabilities, on an 6

expedited basis through the Foreign Military Fi-7

nancing program, loan programs, excess defense ar-8

ticles, and the lending or leasing of military equip-9

ment; 10

(3) to build the resilience of Ukraine’s military 11

defenses and bolster Ukraine’s ability to defend 12

against aggression by the Government of the Rus-13

sian Federation making available assistance to 14

Ukraine’s security forces under the Foreign Assist-15

ance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2151 et seq.) or chap-16

ter 16 of title 10, United States Code, to improve 17

interoperability with NATO forces, and engage in 18

critical areas, including air, sea, and cyber defense; 19

(4) to declassify or downgrade United States in-20

telligence on Russian malign activities in Ukraine, 21

Belarus, and the Baltic and Black Sea nations, ki-22

netic or non-kinetic, to the maximum extent possible, 23

and to enable and encourage dissemination of this 24
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information to United States allies and partners and 1

to the American public; 2

(5) to support efforts to improve Ukraine’s cy-3

bersecurity capacity and strengthen its ability to de-4

tect, investigate, disrupt, and deter cyberattacks, in-5

cluding through its national cybersecurity policy, to 6

enhance technical infrastructure, to support cyberse-7

curity education and training, and to promote 8

Ukraine’s engagement with international cybersecu-9

rity frameworks and organizations; 10

(6) to counter Russian propaganda and 11

disinformation about Ukraine and support unre-12

stricted, independent news and reporting for audi-13

ences on the periphery of the Russian Federation, 14

including by increasing support for Radio Free Eu-15

rope/Radio Liberty; 16

(7) to further enhance security cooperation and 17

engagement with regional partners, including those 18

in the Black Sea region and the Baltic States, in an 19

effort to strengthen Ukrainian and regional security; 20

(8) to work closely with NATO allies, particu-21

larly allies that share a border with the Russian 22

Federation, on any matters related to European se-23

curity; 24
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(9) to reduce the dependence of allies and part-1

ners of the United States on energy resources that 2

originate in the Russian Federation in order for 3

such countries to achieve lasting and dependable en-4

ergy security, including by increasing access to di-5

verse, reliable, and affordable energy; 6

(10) to condemn the Government of the Rus-7

sian Federation for, and to deter such government 8

from, using its energy resources as a geopolitical 9

weapon to coerce, intimidate, and influence other 10

countries; 11

(11) to formulate a rapid and comprehensive 12

response to any humanitarian crisis inflicted upon 13

the people of Ukraine as a result of Russian aggres-14

sion, including mechanisms for emergency response, 15

observation and monitoring of abuses, and justice 16

and accountability, including through the Organiza-17

tion for Security and Co-operation in Europe; 18

(12) to remain committed to a strong and uni-19

fied NATO and to not cede to the demands of the 20

Government of the Russian Federation regarding 21

NATO force posture and membership; 22

(13) to remain fully committed to NATO’s 23

Open Door Policy, which provides a path to member-24

ship for any European country that shares our val-25
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ues and meets the necessary responsibilities and ob-1

ligations; 2

(14) to continue to fully support NATO’s deci-3

sion in the 2008 Bucharest Summit Declaration, re-4

affirmed ever since including in the June 2021 5

Brussels Summit, that Ukraine and Georgia will be-6

come NATO members; 7

(15) to repudiate Russia’s proposal for a ‘‘de-8

ployment moratorium’’ in the European theater for 9

intermediate-range ground launched missile systems 10

that were previously banned under the Intermediate 11

Range Nuclear Forces (INF) Treaty until Russia re-12

peatedly violated the agreement causing its demise; 13

and 14

(16) to continue the current United States nu-15

clear declaratory policy of ‘‘calculated ambiguity’’ 16

and reject changes to United States nuclear declara-17

tory policy that would invite further Russian aggres-18

sion and undermine NATO unity, such as ‘‘Sole 19

Purpose’’, ‘‘Fundamental Purpose’’, or ‘‘No First 20

Use’’. 21
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TITLE I—EXPEDITING SECURITY 1

ASSISTANCE TO UKRAINE 2

SEC. 101. PRIORITIZING DELIVERY OF EXCESS DEFENSE 5

ARTICLES TO UKRAINE. 6

(a) IN GENERAL.—During fiscal years 2022 through 7

2023, the delivery of excess defense articles to Ukraine 8

should be given the same priority as that given other coun-9

tries and regions under section 516(c)(2) of the Foreign 10

Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2321j(c)(2)). 11

(b) NOTIFICATION.—Notwithstanding section 516(f) 12

of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 13

2321j(f)), during fiscal years 2022 through 2023, the de-14

livery of excess defense articles to Ukraine shall be subject 15

to a 15-day notification requirement, unless, in the event 16

of a notification under section 516(f)(1), the President 17

certifies to the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the House 18

of Representatives and the Committee on Foreign Rela-19

tions of the Senate that an emergency exists that neces-20

sitates the immediate transfer of the article. If the Presi-21

dent states in his notice that an emergency exists which 22

requires the proposed transfer is in the national security 23

interest of the United States, thus waiving the congres-24

sional review requirements of this subsection, the Presi-25
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dent shall set forth in the notification a detailed justifica-1

tion for his determination, including a description of the 2

emergency circumstances which necessitate the immediate 3

issuance of the letter of offer and a discussion of the na-4

tional security interests involved. 5

SEC. 102. USE OF DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE LEASE AU-6

THORITY AND SPECIAL DEFENSE ACQUISI-7

TION FUND TO SUPPORT UKRAINE. 8

(a) USE OF SPECIAL DEFENSE ACQUISITION 9

FUND.—The Secretary of Defense, in consultation with 10

the Secretary of State, may utilize, to the maximum extent 11

possible, the Special Defense Acquisition Fund established 12

under section 51 of the Arms Export Control Act (22 13

U.S.C. 2795) to expedite the procurement and delivery of 14

defense articles and defense services for the purpose of 15

assisting and supporting the Armed Forces of Ukraine. 16

(b) USE OF LEASE AUTHORITY.—The Secretary of 17

Defense, in consultation with the Secretary of State, may 18

utilize, to the maximum extent possible, its lease author-19

ity, including with respect to no-cost leases, to provide de-20

fense articles to Ukraine for the purpose of assisting and 21

supporting the Armed Forces of Ukraine. 22

SEC. 103. PRESIDENTIAL DRAWDOWN AUTHORITY. 23

(a) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other provi-24

sion of law, out of amounts in the Treasury not otherwise 25
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appropriated, $400,000,000 shall be available in the draw-1

down authority under section 506(a)(1) of the Foreign As-2

sistance Act (22 U.S.C. 2318(a)) for fiscal year 2022. 3

(b) PRIORITY.—The Secretary of Defense shall direct 4

the military services to make available equipment under 5

this authority to the maximum extent possible. 6

SEC. 104. FOREIGN MILITARY FINANCING FOR UKRAINE. 7

(a) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-8

gress that— 9

(1) the provision of security assistance to 10

Ukraine is one of the most efficient and effective 11

mechanisms for supporting Ukraine and ensuring 12

that it can defend against aggression by the Govern-13

ment of the Russian Federation; 14

(2) in light of the military build-up by the Gov-15

ernment of the Russian Federation, the United 16

States, working with allies and partners, should 17

work to expedite the provision of defense articles 18

and other security assistance to Ukraine and 19

prioritize and facilitate assistance to respond to the 20

most urgent defense needs of the Armed Forces of 21

Ukraine; and 22

(3) the United States should ensure adequate 23

planning for maintenance for any equipment pro-24

vided to Ukraine. 25
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(b) EMERGENCY APPROPRIATION.— 1

(1) IN GENERAL.—There is appropriated, out 2

of any money in the Treasury not otherwise appro-3

priated, $250,000,000 to the Secretary of State for 4

fiscal year 2022 for Foreign Military Financing as-5

sistance to Ukraine. Of the amount so appropriated, 6

not less than $100,000,000 shall be used for the 7

purpose of providing lethal assistance, including ef-8

forts to meet Ukraine’s priority defense needs in-9

cluding air defense, anti-ship, and anti-armor capa-10

bilities, as well as non-standard munitions and am-11

munition compatible with existing Ukrainian sys-12

tems. 13

(2) EMERGENCY DESIGNATION.— 14

(A) IN GENERAL.—The amounts provided 15

under paragraph (1) are designated as an emer-16

gency requirement pursuant to section 4(g) of 17

the Statutory Pay-As-You-Go Act of 2010 (2 18

U.S.C. 933(g)). 19

(B) DESIGNATION IN HOUSE AND SEN-20

ATE.—This subsection is designated as an 21

emergency requirement pursuant to subsections 22

(a) and (b) of section 4001 of S. Con. Res. 14 23

(117th Congress), the concurrent resolution on 24

the budget for fiscal year 2022. 25
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(c) AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL EMERGENCY 1

SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATIONS.—There is authorized 2

to be appropriated, in addition to the amount appropriated 3

by subsection (b), $250,000,000 as an authorization of 4

emergency supplemental appropriations for the Depart-5

ment of State for Foreign Military Financing assistance 6

for fiscal year 2022. If $250,000,000 is not appropriated 7

in fiscal year 2022, the remaining balance is authorized 8

to be appropriated in subsequent fiscal years in accord-9

ance with Foreign Military Financing budget procedures. 10

(d) NOTICE TO CONGRESS.—Not later than 15 days 11

before providing assistance or support pursuant to this 12

section, the Secretary of State shall submit to the Com-13

mittee on Foreign Affairs of the House of Representatives, 14

the Committee on Foreign Relations of the Senate, the 15

Committee on Appropriations of the Senate, and the Com-16

mittee on Appropriations of the House of Representatives 17

a notification containing the following: 18

(1) A detailed description of the assistance or 19

support to be provided, including— 20

(A) the objectives of such assistance or 21

support; 22

(B) the budget for such assistance or sup-23

port; and 24
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(C) the expected or estimated timeline for 1

delivery of such assistance or support. 2

(2) A description of such other matters as the 3

Secretary considers appropriate. 4

(e) AUTHORITY TO PROVIDE LETHAL ASSIST-5

ANCE.—The Secretary of State is authorized to provide 6

lethal assistance under this section, including anti-armor 7

weapon systems, mortars, crew-served weapons and am-8

munition, grenade launchers and ammunition, anti-tank 9

weapons systems, anti-ship weapons systems, anti-aircraft 10

weapons systems, and small arms and ammunition. 11

(f) AUTHORITY TO SUPPORT DIRECT COMMERCIAL 12

CONTRACTS.—Notwithstanding any other provision of 13

law, and subject to the notification requirements in this 14

Act, the authority of this section may be used to provide 15

financing to Ukraine for the procurement by leasing (in-16

cluding leasing with an option to purchase) of defense arti-17

cles from United States commercial suppliers, if the Presi-18

dent determines that there are compelling foreign policy 19

or national security reasons for those defense articles 20

being provided by commercial lease rather than by govern-21

ment-to-government sale, including ammunition and other 22

lethal assistance. 23

(g) WAIVER.—The President may waive the notice to 24

Congress in subsection (d) with respect to providing as-25
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sistance or support pursuant to subsections (b) and (c) 1

if the President determines and certifies within 30 days 2

of providing assistance that it is in the national interest 3

of the United States to immediately issue fiscal year 2022 4

or prior fiscal year foreign military financing funds for 5

Ukraine. The certification shall include— 6

(1) the use of these funds and a proposed 7

timeline for expending these program funds, if appli-8

cable; 9

(2) how these funds provide support to 10

Ukraine’s security forces; 11

(3) an explanation as to the urgency of these 12

funds being used; 13

(4) the program implementer and whether sup-14

port will be provided in Ukraine in program imple-15

mentation; and 16

(5) a detailed description of any defense articles 17

and the planned disposition of these articles once the 18

program concludes. 19

(h) TERMINATION.—The waiver in subsection (g) 20

shall terminate 6 months after the date of enactment of 21

this Act. 22
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SEC. 105. AUTHORITY TO PROVIDE ASSISTANCE FOR THE 1

DEFENSE OF UKRAINE. 2

(a) STATEMENT OF POLICY.—In the event of an in-3

vasion of Ukraine by the Government of the Russian Fed-4

eration, it is in the interests of the United States to con-5

tinue to support the Ukrainian people in their resistance 6

against Russian occupation, control, or attack. 7

(b) ESTABLISHMENT OF UKRAINE RESISTANCE 8

FUND.—Upon an affirmative determination under section 9

321, there is established a Ukraine Resistance Fund com-10

posed of both Department of Defense and Department of 11

State assistance programs as outlined in subsections 12

(c)(1) and (c)(2). 13

(c) IMPLEMENTATION.— 14

(1) DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE POST-INVASION 15

ASSISTANCE TO UKRAINE.— 16

(A) AUTHORITY.—Upon an affirmative de-17

termination under section 321, the Secretary of 18

Defense, in coordination with the Secretary of 19

State, is authorized through fiscal year 2023 to 20

provide assistance, including training, lethal 21

and non-lethal equipment, supplies, and 22

sustainment to the security forces of the Gov-23

ernment of Ukraine and appropriately vetted 24

Ukrainian groups and individuals for the pur-25

pose of defending the Ukrainian people and the 26

(B) REQUIREMENT FOR PLAN.—The Sec-3

retary of Defense, with the concurrence of the 4

Secretary of State, shall prepare and submit to 5

the appropriate congressional committees not 6

later than 15 days before providing assistance 7

for the first time under this paragraph a plan 8

for providing such assistance and an identifica-9

(a) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-5

gress that: 6

(1) Ukraine and its neighboring Central and 7

Eastern European (CEE) countries (Bulgaria, the 8

Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland, Romania, the 9

Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Estonia, Latvia and Lith-10

uania) in NATO are at a heightened threat of Rus-11

sian military aggression. As security partners and 12

NATO allies, the United States provides defense ar-13

ticles, services, design and construction services, and 14

major defense equipment under the Arms Export 15

Control Act and in accordance with the Foreign As-16

sistance Act. 17

(2) There is an urgent need to provide for these 18

defense articles and services as a result of the emer-19

gency security situation created by Russia’s desta-20

bilizing military presence in and around Ukraine. 21

This military buildup poses a threat of a potential 22

military invasion, and hybrid attack, including 23

cyberattacks, political subversion and paramilitary 24

activity. A military invasion, which may include non- 25

conventional warfare, would potentially result in in-26
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stability in Ukraine and the neighboring CEE coun-1

tries. 2

(b) APPLICATION AND ADMINISTRATION OF CONTIN-3

GENCY PROVISION OF LAW WITH RESPECT TO UKRAINE 4

AND CEE COUNTRIES.—During the 6-month period be-5

ginning on the date of the enactment of this Act— 6

(1) notwithstanding any other provision of law, 7

of United States defense articles and services from 10

United States firms to be financed with funds under 11

this section.

SEC. 113. INTERNATIONAL MILITARY EDUCATION AND 13

TRAINING COOPERATION WITH UKRAINE. 14

(a) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-15

gress that— 16

(1) International Military Education and Train-17

ing (IMET) is a critical component of United States 18

security assistance that facilitates training of inter-19

national forces and strengthens cooperation and ties 20

between the United States and foreign countries; 21

(2) it is in the national interest of the United 22

States to further strengthen the Armed Forces of 23

Ukraine, particularly to enhance their defensive ca-24
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pability and improve interoperability for joint oper-1

ations; and 2

(3) the Government of Ukraine should fully uti-3

lize the United States IMET program, encourage eli-4

gible officers and civilian leaders to participate in 5

the training, and promote successful graduates to 6

positions of prominence in the Armed Forces of 7

Ukraine. 8

(b) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is 9

authorized to be appropriated to the Department of State 10

$3,500,000 for fiscal year 2022 for International Military 11

Education and Training assistance for Ukraine. The as-12

sistance shall be made available for the following purposes: 13

(1) Training of future leaders. 14

(2) Establishing a rapport between the United 15

States Armed Forces and the Armed Forces of 16

Ukraine to build partnerships for the future. 17

Federation is not in the interest of the United States. 1

Even if a European-Theater intermediate-range ground- 2

launched missile deployment moratorium were verifiable, 3

any such moratorium would significantly advantage Rus-4

sia and disadvantage NATO.

(B) facilitates a significant transaction or 3

transactions for or on behalf of a person de-4

scribed, or a person that has engaged in the ac-5

tivity described, as the case may be, in subpara-6

graph (A); 7

(C) to be owned or controlled by, or to 8

have acted for or on behalf of, directly or indi-9

rectly, a person described, or a person that has 10

engaged in the activity described, as the case 11

may be, in subparagraph (A); or 12

(D) to have knowingly and materially as-13

sisted, sponsored, or provided financial, mate-14

rial, or technological support for, or goods or 15

services to or in support of, a person described, 16

or a person that has engaged in the activity de-17

scribed, as the case may be, in any of subpara-18

graphs (A) through (C). 19

(b) SANCTIONS DESCRIBED.—The sanctions to be 20

imposed with respect to a person described in subsection 21

(a) are the following: 22

(1) ASSET BLOCKING.—The President shall ex-23

ercise all of the powers granted to the President 24

under the International Emergency Economic Pow-25
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ers Act (50 U.S.C. 1701 et seq.) to the extent nec-1

essary to block and prohibit all transactions in prop-2

erty and interests in property of a person described 3

in subsection (a) if such property or interests in 4

property are in the United States, come within the 5

United States, or come within the possession or con-6

trol of a United States person. 7

(2) INELIGIBILITY FOR VISAS AND ADMISSION 8

TO THE UNITED STATES.— 9

(A) IN GENERAL.—A person referred to in 10

subsection (a) is— 11

(i) inadmissible to the United States; 12

(ii) ineligible to receive a visa or other 13

documentation to enter the United States; 14

and 15

(iii) otherwise ineligible to be admitted 16

or paroled into the United States or to re-17

ceive any other benefit under the Immigra-18

tion and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 1101 et 19

seq.). 20

(B) CURRENT VISAS REVOKED.— 21

(i) IN GENERAL.—The issuing con-22

sular officer or the Secretary of State (or 23

a designee of the Secretary of State) shall, 24

in accordance with section 221(i) of the 25
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Immigration and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 1

1201(i)), revoke any visa or other entry 2

documentation issued to an individual re-3

ferred to in subsection (a) regardless of 4

when the visa or other entry documenta-5

tion is issued. 6

(ii) EFFECT OF REVOCATION.—A rev-7

ocation under this subparagraph shall— 8

(I) take effect immediately; and 9

(II) automatically cancel any 10

other valid visa or entry documenta-11

tion that is in the individual’s posses-12

sion.

(iii) REGULATIONS REQUIRED.—Not 14

later than 180 days after the date of the 15

enactment of this Act, the Secretary of 16

State shall prescribe such regulations as 17

are necessary to carry out this subsection.

(C) EXCEPTION TO COMPLY WITH INTER-19

NATIONAL OBLIGATIONS.—Sanctions under this 20

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ing member of the appropriate congressional committees 1

that meets the requirements of paragraph (2) with respect 2

to whether a person meets the criteria of a person de-3

scribed in subsection (a) the President shall— 4

(1) determine if the person meets such criteria; 5

and 6

(2) submit a classified or unclassified report to 7

the chairman or ranking member of the appropriate 8

congressional committee that submitted the request 9

with respect to that determination that includes a 10

statement of whether or not the President imposed 11

or intends to impose sanctions with respect to such 12

person.

(e) IMPLEMENTATION; PENALTIES.— 14

and 1704) to the extent necessary to carry out this 19

section.

(2) MONITORING.—The President shall estab-21

lish a system to monitor compliance with United 22

States export control laws, including the foreign di-23

rect product rule, by being informed by multiple 24

sources, including— 25
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(A) publicly available information, includ-1

ing trade data; and 2

(B) classified information, including rel-3

evant information provided by the Director of 4

National Intelligence. 5

(3) PENALTIES.—A person that violates, at-6

tempts to violate, conspires to violate, or causes a 7

violation of subsection (a) or any regulation, license, 8

or order issued to carry out that subsection shall be 9

subject to the penalties set forth in subsections (b) 10

and (c) of section 206 of the International Emer-11

gency Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1705) to the 12

same extent as a person that commits an unlawful 13

act described in subsection (a) of that section. 14

(4) REGULATORY AUTHORITY.—The President 15

shall, not later than 180 days after the date of the 16

enactment of this Act, promulgate regulations as 17

necessary for the implementation of this title and 18

the amendments made by this title.

SEC. 341. RESTRICTION OF ACCESS TO NASA AREAS CON-21

SEC. 351. SANCTIONS DESCRIBED. 2

The sanctions to be imposed with respect to a foreign 3

person under this title are the following: 4

(1) PROPERTY BLOCKING.—The President shall 5

exercise all of the powers granted by the Inter-6

national Emergency Economic Powers Act (50 7

and prohibit all transactions in all property and in-9

terests in property of the foreign person if such 10

property and interests in property are in the United 11

States, come within the United States, or are or 12

come within the possession or control of a United 13

States person.

(a) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-21

gress that the United States Government, in coordination 22

with international organizations, other donors, and local 23

partners, must be prepared to launch an immediate and 24
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targeted humanitarian response to avert disaster in the 1

event of a further Russian invasion into Ukraine. 2

(b) ASSISTANCE DESCRIBED.— 3

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of State and 4

the Administrator of the United States Agency for 5

International Development, consistent with the au-6

thorities under chapters 1 and 9 of part I of the 7

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2151 et 8

seq., 22 U.S.C. 2292 et seq.), shall accelerate con-9

tingency planning for an immediate humanitarian 10

response to a Russian invasion into Ukraine, includ-11

ing, as practicable and appropriate, support for— 12

(A) the prepositioning of food and non- 13

food humanitarian commodities; 14

(B) the recruitment of staff and enabling 15

mechanisms for disaster assistance response 16

teams; 17

(C) medical support for civilian casualties 18

of conflict; 19

(D) assistance for internally displaced per-20

sons and the communities hosting them; 21

(E) the adaptation and expansion of tran-22

sition initiatives that promote stabilization and 23

early recovery; and 24
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(F) protection services for humanitarian 1

actors and civil society organizations working to 2

address humanitarian needs and build resilience 3

to Russian aggression. 4

(c) CONGRESSIONAL BRIEFING.—Not later than 5 5

days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Sec-6

retary of State and the Administrator of the United States 7

Agency for International Development shall brief the Com-8

mittee on Foreign Affairs of the House of Representatives 9

and the Committee on Foreign Relations of the Senate 10

on the comprehensive United States Government strategy 11

to avert a humanitarian catastrophe in Ukraine. 12

SEC. 402. LIMITATIONS ON HUMANITARIAN ASSISTANCE. 13

(a) LIMITATION.—None of the funds authorized to 14

be appropriated or otherwise made available by this Act 15

may be made available for assistance for the Government 16

of the Russian Federation. 17

(b) ANNEXATION OF CRIMEA.— 18

(1) PROHIBITION.— 19
