Whereas the University of Georgia Bulldogs football team en-

joyed a season record of 14–1 and won the 2022 Na-

tional Collegiate Athletic Association College Football 

Playoff National Championship, defeating the University 

of Alabama Crimson Tide by a score of 33 to 18 at the 

Lucas Oil Stadium in Indianapolis, Indiana, on January 

10, 2022; 
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Whereas this victory marks the third College Football Na-

tional Championship in University of Georgia history and 

first championship in over 40 years; 

Whereas the 2022 National Collegiate Athletic Association 

College Football Playoff National Championship was the 

58th postseason football bowl appearance, the 34th foot-

ball bowl victory for the University of Georgia, and sec-

ond College Football Playoff Appearance; 

Whereas the 2021–2022 Bulldogs football team allowed an 

average of 6.9 points per game throughout the regular 

season, and finished the regular season undefeated with 

a record of 12–0 (8–0); 

Whereas the University of Georgia head football coach, Kirby 

Smart, won his first National Championship in his sixth 

year as the Bulldogs Head Coach and has led the Bull-

dogs to one Southeastern Conference Championship and 

two College Football Playoff appearances; 

Whereas this victory extends the record of Coach Smart to 

66 wins and 15 losses during his tenure as the Head 

Football Coach of the University of Georgia; and
