SEC. 2. SENSE OF CONGRESS.

It 1s the sense of Congress that—

(1) Bashar al-Assad’s murderous actions against
the people of Syria have directly contributed to the
deaths of more than 480,000 civilians, led to the de-
struction of more than 50 percent of Syria’s critical
wfrastructure, and forced the displacement of more

than 14,000,000 people, precipitating one of the worst

humanitarian crises in more than 60 years;

(2) anternational actions to protect vulnerable
populations from attack by uniformed and vrreqular
Jorces associated with the Assad regime, including
Hezbollah, on land and by air, including through the
use of barrel bombs, chemical weapons, mass starva-
tion, industrial-scale torture and execution of polit-
wcal — dissidents, sniper attacks against pregnant
women, and the deliberate targeting of medical facili-
ties, schools, residential areas, and community gath-

ering places, including markets, have been insufficient

to date;
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(3) Assad’s use of chemical weapons, including
chlorine, against the Syrian people violates the Chem-
1cal Weapons Convention, to which Syria is a party;

(4) Assad’s abhorrent use of chemical weapons,
most recently on April 4, 2017, in an attack on the
town of Khan Shakhyn in which more than 90 people
died, including women and children, and more than
600 hundred people were injured, is condemned in the
strongest terms;

(5) violent attacks resulting in death, injury, 1m-
prisonment or threat of prosecution against hwmanai-
tarian avd workers and diplomatic personnel, as well
as attacks on humanitarian supplies, facilities, trans-
ports, and assets, and acts to vmpede the access and
secure movement of all humanitarian personnel are
m violation of international humanitarian law and
mmpede the lifesaving work of humanitarian organiza-
tions and diplomatic institutions; and

(6) Assad’s continued clavm of leadership and
war crimes in Syria have served as a rallying point
Jor the extremist ideology of the Islamic State, Jabhat

al-Nusra, and other terrorist organizations.

SEC. 3. STATEMENT OF POLICY.

It 1s the policy of the United States that all diplomatic

25 and coercive economic means should be utilized to compel
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the government of Bashar al-Assad to immediately halt the
wholesale slaughter of the Syrian people and to support an
vmmediate transition to a democratic government in Syria
that respects the rule of law, human rights, and peaceful

co-existence with its neighbors.

(a) APPLICATION OF CERTAIN MEASURES TO CENTRAL
BANK OF SYRIA.—Except as provided in subsections (a)
and (b) of section 402, the President shall apply the meas-
ures described in section 5318A(b)(5) of title 31, Unated
States Code, to the Central Bank of Syria.

(b) BLOCKING PROPERTY OF FOREIGN PERSONS THAT
ENGAGE IN CERTAIN TRANSACTIONS.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Beginning on and after the
date that 1s 30 days after the date of the enactment
of this Act, the President shall ivmpose on a foreign
person the sanctions described in subsection (c) if the

President determines that such foreign person, on or

actwity described in paragraph (2).

(2) ACTIVITIES DESCRIBED.—A foreign person
engages i an actwity described in this paragraph if
the foreign person—

(A) knowingly provides significant finan-
cial, material or technological support to (in-
cluding engaging in or facilitating a significant
transaction or transactions with) or provides
significant financial services for—

(1) the Government of Syria (including
government entities operating as a business
enterprise) and the Central Bank of Syria,
or any of its agencies or instrumentalities;
or

(11) a foreign person subject to sanc-
tions pursuant to—

(I) the International Ewmergency

Economic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1701

el seq.) with respect to Syria or any

other provision of law that 1mposes
sanctions with respect to Syria; or
(II) a resolution that is agreed to

by the United Nations Security Coun-
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cil that imposes sanctions with respect

to Syria;
(B) knowingly—

(1) sells or provides significant goods,
services, technology, information, or other
support that directly and significantly fa-
cilitates the maintenance or expansion of
the Government of Syria’s domestic produc-
tion of natural gas or petroleum or petro-
leum products of Syrian origin in areas
controlled by the Government of Syria or
associated forces;

(11) sells or provides to the Government
of Syria crude o0il or condensate, refined pe-
troleum products, lLiquefied natural gas, or
petrochemical products that have a fair
market value of $500,000 or more or that
during a 12-month period have an aggre-
gate fair market value of $2,000,000 or
more in areas controlled by the Government
of Syria or associated forces;

(111) sells or provides aircraft or spare
parts, or provides significant goods, serv-
wces, or technologies associated with the op-

eration of such aireraft or air carriers to
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any foreign person operating in areas con-

trolled by the Government of Syria or asso-

ciated forces that are used, in whole or in
part, for malitary purposes; or

(1) sells or provides significant goods,
services, or technology to a foreign person
operating in the shipping (including ports
and free trade zones), transportation, or
telecommunications sectors in areas con-
trolled by the Government of Syria or asso-
ciated forces;

(C) knowingly facilitates efforts by a foreign
person to carry out an actwity described in sub-
paragraph (A) or (B); or

(D) knowingly provides significant loans,
credits, mcluding export credits, or financing to
carry out an activity described in subparagraph
(A) or (B).

(¢c) SANCTIONS AGAINST A FOREIGN PERSON.—The
sanctions to be imposed on a foreign person described in
subsection (b) are the following:

(1) IN GENERAL—The President shall exercise
all of the powers granted to the President under the

International Emergency Economic Powers Act (50

US.C. 1701 et seq.) to the extent necessary to block
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and prohibit all transactions in property and inter-
ests an property of the foreign person if such property
and interests in property are in the United States,
come within the Unated States, or are or come within
the possession or control of a Unated States person.

(2) ALIENS INELIGIBLE FOR VISAS, ADMISSION,
OR PAROLE.—

(A) VISAS, ADMISSION, OR PAROLE—An
alien who the Secretary of State or the Secretary
of Homeland Security (or a designee of one of
such Secretaries) knows, or has reason to believe,
meets any of the criteria described wn subsection
(a) 1s—

(1) inadmissible to the Unated States;

(2) assesses the potential effectiveness, risks, and
operational requirements for the establishment of one
or more safe zones in Syria for internally displaced
persons or for the facilitation of humanitarian assist-
ance, mcluding—

(A) the operational and legal requirements

Jor United States and coalition forces to establish

one or more safe zones in Syrid;

(B) the vmpact one or more safe zones in

Syria would have on humanitarian and counter-

terrorism efforts in Syria and the surrounding

region; and

(C) the potential for contributions from
other countries and vetted non-state actor part-
ners to establish and maintain one or more safe
zones i Syria;

(3) assesses the potential effectiveness, risks, and
operational requirements of other non-military means
to enhance the protection of civilians, especially civil-
1ans who are in besieged areas, trapped at borders, or

mternally displaced; and
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(4) describes the Admainistration’s plan for re-
cruitment, traiming, and retention of partner forces,
mcluding—
(A) rdentification of the United States part-
ner forces operating on the ground;
(B) the primary source of strength for each
armed actor engaged in hostilities;
(C) the capabilities, requirements, and
vulnerabilities of each armed actor;

TITLE IV—SUSPENSION OF

SEC. 401. SUSPENSION OF SANCTIONS WITH RESPECT TO
SYRIA.
(a) SUSPENSION OF SANCTIONS.—

(1) NEGOTIATIONS NOT CONCLUDING IN AGREE-
MENT.—If the President determines that internation-
ally recognized megotiations to resolve the violence in
Syria have not concluded in an agreement or are like-
ly not to conclude in an agreement, the President
may suspend, as appropriate, in whole or in part, the
vmposition of sanctions otherwise required under this
Act or any amendment made by this Act for a period
not to exceed 120 days, and renewable for additional
periods not to exceed 120 days, if the President sub-

mits to the appropriate congressional committees in
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writing a  determaination and certification that the
Government of Syria has ended wmilitary attacks
against and gross violations of the human rights of
the Syrian people, specifically—

(A) the awr space over Syria is no longer
being utilized by the Government of Syria and
associated forces to target civilian populations
through the use of incendiary devices, including
barrel bombs, chemical weapons, and conven-
twonal arms, including air-delivered maissiles and
explosives;

(B) areas besieged by the Assad regime and
associated forces, including Hezbollah and irreg-
ular Iranvan forces, are no longer cut off from
mternational aid and have regular access to hu-
manitarian assistance, freedom of travel, and
medical care;

(C) the Government of Syria is releasing all
political prisoners forcibly held within the Assad
regime  prison system, ncluding the facilities
maintained by various security, intelligence, and
malitary elements associated with the Govern-
ment of Syria and allowed full access to the
same facilities for investigations by appropriate

mternational human rights organizations; and
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(D) the forces of the Government of Syria
and associated forces, including Hezbollah, vrreg-
ular Iranian forces, and Russian government air
assets, are no longer engaged in deliberate tar-
geting of medical facilities, schools, residential
areas, and community gathering places, includ-
mg  markets, in flagrant wviolation of inter-
national norms.

(2) NEGOTIATIONS CONCLUDING IN AGREE-

MENT.—

(A) INITIAL SUSPENSION OF SANCTIONS.—If
the President determines that internationally
recognized negotiations to resolve the violence in
Syria have concluded in an agreement or are
likely to conclude in an agreement, the President
may suspend, as appropriate, in whole or in
part, the imposition of sanctions otherwise re-
quired under this Act or any amendment made
by this Act for a period not to exceed 120 days
if the President submaits to the appropriate con-
gressional committees in writing a determina-
tion and certification that—

(i) wn the case in which the negotia-
tions are likely to conclude n an agree-

ment—
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(I) the Government of Syria, the
Syrian High Negotiations Committee
or its nternationally-recognized suc-
cessor, and appropriate international
parties are participating in  direct,
Jace-to-face negotiations; and

(Il) the suspension of sanctions
under this Act or any amendment
made by this Act 1s essential to the ad-

vancement of such negotiations; and
(1) the Government of Syria has dem-
onstrated a commitment to a significant
and substantial reduction i attacks on and
violence against the Syrian people by the
Government of Syria and associated forces.
(B) RENEWAL OF SUSPENSION OF SANC-
TIONS.—The President may renew a suspension
of sanctions under subparagraph (A) for addi-
tional periods not to exceed 120 days if, for each
such additional period, the President submats to
the appropriate congressional committees in
writing a determination and certification that—
(1) the conditions described in clauses

tinuing to be met;
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(i1) the renewal of the suspension of
sanctions 1is essential to vmplementing an
agreement described in subparagraph (A) or
making progress toward concluding an

agreement described in subparagraph (A);

(111) the Government of Syria and as-
sociated forces have ceased attacks against

Syrian civilians; and

(1) the Government of Syria has pub-
licly commatted to negotiations for a transi-
tional government in Syria and continues
to demonstrate that commitment through
sustaimed engagement n talks and sub-
stantive and verifiable progress towards the
implementation of such an agreement.

(3) BRIEFING AND REIMPOSITION OF SANC-
TIONS.—

(A) BRIEFING.—Not later than 30 days
after the President submats to the appropriate
congressional committees a determination and
certification in the case of a renewal of suspen-
sion of sanctions under paragraph (2)(B), and
every 30 days thereafter, the President shall pro-

vide a briefing to the appropriate congressional
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1 commaittees on the status and frequency of nego-
2 trations described in paragraph (2).

3 (B) RE-IMPOSITION OF SANCTIONS.—If the

(A4) to be held in a timely manner and
scheduled while the suspension of sanctions or
the renewal of the suspension of sanctions under

(B) to be conducted under the supervision of
mternationally recognized observers;

(4) 1s making tangible progress toward estab-
lishing an independent judiciary;

(5) 1s demonstrating respect for and compliance
with anternationally recognized human rights and
basic freedoms as specified in the Uniwversal Declara-

tion of Human Rights;
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(6) s taking steps to verifiably fulfill its com-
maitments under the Chemical Weapons Convention
and the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons and is making tangible progress toward be-
coming a signatory to Convention on the Prohibition
of the Development, Production and Stockpiling of
Bacteriological (Biological) and Toxin Weapons and
on their Destruction, entered into force March 20,
1975, and adhering to the Missile Technology Control
Regime and other control lists, as necessary;

(7) has halted the development and deployment
of ballistic and cruise massiles; and

(8) s taking verifiable steps to remove from posi-
tions of authority within the intelligence and security
services as well as the military those who were i a

position of authority or responsibility during the con-

Jlict and who under the authority of their position

were amplicated in  or amplicit wn  the torture,
extrajudicial killing, or execution of civilians, to in-
clude those who were 1nvolved in decisionmaking or

execution of plans to use chemical weapons.

SEC. 402. WAIVERS AND EXEMPTIONS.

(a) EXEMPTIONS.—The following activities and trans-

24 actions shall be exempt from sanctions authorized under

25 this Act or any amendment made by this Act:
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(1) Any activity subject to the reporting require-
ments under title V of the National Security Act of
1947 (50 U.S.C. 3091 et seq.), or to any authorized
intelligence activities of the United States.
(2) Any transaction necessary to comply with
Unated States obligations under—

(A) the Agreement between the United Na-
tions and the United States of America regard-
g the Headquarters of the United Nations,
signed at Lake Success June 26, 1947, and en-
tered into force November 21, 1947;

(B) the Convention on Consular Relations,
done at Vienna April 24, 1963, and entered into

(C) any other international agreement to
which the United States is a party.

(b) HUMANITARIAN, STABILIZATION, AND DEMOCRACY

ASSISTANCE WAIVER.—

(1) STATEMENT OF POLICY.—It shall be the pol-
tey of the United States to fully utilize the waiver au-
thority under this subsection to ensure that adequate
humanitarian relief or support for stabilization and

democracy promotion is provided to the Syrian peo-

ple.
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(2) WAIVER.—KExcept as provided in paragraph
(5) and subsection (d), the President may waive, on
a case-by-case basis, for a period not to exceed one
year, and renewable for additional periods not to ex-
ceed one year, the application of sanctions authorized

(4) CLARIFICATION OF PERMITTED ACTIVITIES

1182(a)(3)(B)(1v)(VI)).
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(5) KEXCEPTION TO WAIVER AUTHORITY.—The
President may not exercise the waiver authority
under paragraph (2) with respect to a foreign person
who has (or whose officers, members, representatives
or employees have) engaged in (or the President
knows or has reasonable ground to believe is engaged
e or is likely to engage in) conduct described in sec-
tron 212(a)(3)(B)(w)(VI) of the Immagration and Na-
tionality Act (8 U.S.C. 1182(a)(3)(B)(iw)(VI)).

(¢c) WAIVER.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—The President may, for peri-
ods not to exceed 120 days, wawe the application of
sanctions under this Act with respect to a foreign per-
son if the President certifies to the appropriate con-
gressional commattees that such waiver is vital to the
national security interests of the United States.

(2) CONSULTATION.—

(A) BEFORE WAIVER ISSUED.—Not later
than 5 days before the issuance of a wawver
under paragraph (1) is to take effect, the Presi-
dent shall notify and brief the appropriate con-
gressional committees on the status of the foreign
person’s tnvolvement n  activities described in

this Act.
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(B) AFTER WAIVER ISSUED.—Not later
than 90 days after the issuance of a waiver
under paragraph (1), and every 120 days there-
after if the waiwver remains in effect, the Presi-
dent shall brief the appropriate congressional
committees on the status of the foreign person’s
mvolvement in activities described in this Act.
(3) DEFINITION.—In this subsection, the term

“appropriate congressional committees” means—

(A) the Committee on Foreign Affairs, the
Commattee on Financial Services, the Committee
on Ways and Means, and the Commattee on the
Judiciary of the House of Representatives; and

(B) the Committee on Foreign Relations,
the Commattee on Banking, Housing, and Urban
Affarrs, the Commattee on Finance, and the
Committee on the Judiciary of the Senate.

(d) CODIFICATION OF CERTAIN SERVICES IN SUPPORT
OF NONGOVERNMENTAL ORGANIZATIONS’ ACTIVITIES AU-
THORIZED.—

(1) IN GENERAL—Except as provided in para-
graph (2), section 542.516 of title 31, Code of Federal

Regulations (relating to certain services in support of

nongovernmental organizations’ activities authorized),
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as wn effect on the day before the date of the enact-

ment of this Act, shall—

(A) remain wn effect on and after such date
of enactment; and

(B) in the case of a nongovernmental orga-
nization that is authorized to export or reexport
services to Syria under such section on the day
before such date of enactment, shall apply to
such organization on and after such date of en-
actment to the same extent and wn the same
manner as such section applied to such organiza-
tion on the day before such date of enactment.

(2) EXCEPTION.—Section 542.516 of title 31,
Code of Federal Regulations, as codified under para-
graph (1), shall not apply with respect to a foreign
person who has (or whose officers, members, represent-
atives or employees have) engaged in (or the President
knows or has reasonable ground to believe is engaged
wm or is likely to engage in) conduct described in sec-
tron 212(a)(3)(B)(w)(VI) of the Immagration and Na-
tionality Act (8 U.S.C. 1182(a)(3)(B)(iw)(VI)).

(¢) STRATEGY REQUIRED.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 days after

the date of the enactment of this Act, the President

shall submat to the appropriate congressional commait-
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tees a report containing a strategy to ensure that hu-
manitarian organizations can access financial serv-
1ces to ensure the safe and timely delivery of assist-
ance to communities in need i Syria.

(2) CONSIDERATION OF DATA FROM OTHER
COUNTRIES AND  NONGOVERNMENTAL  ORGANIZA-
TIONS.—In preparing the strategy requirved by para-
graph (1), the President shall consider credible data
already obtained by other countries and nongovern-
mental organizations, including organizations oper-
ating i Syria.

(3) FOrRM.—The strategy required by paragraph
(1) shall be submitted in unclassified form but may

contain a classified annex.

TITLE V—REGULATORY AUTHOR-
ITY, COST LIMITATION, AND
SUNSET

SEC. 501. IMPLEMENTATION AND REGULATORY AUTHORI-
TIES.

(a) IMPLEMENTATION AUTHORITY.—The President
may exercise all authorities provided to the President under
sections 203 and 205 of the International Emergency Fco-
nomic Powers Act (50 U.S.C. 1702 and 1704) for purposes
of carrying out this Act and the amendments made by this

Act.
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(b) REGULATORY AUTHORITY.—The President shall,
not later than 90 days after the date of the enactment of
this Act, promulgate requlations as necessary for the imple-
mentation of this Act and the amendments made by this
Act.

(¢) BRIEFING TO CONGRESS.—Not less than 10 days
before the promulgation of requlations under subsection (a),
the President shall brief the appropriate congressional com-
mattees on the proposed requlations and the provisions of
this Act and the amendments made by this Act that the
requlations are implementing.

(d) DEFINITION.—In this section, the term “appro-
priate congressional committees” means—

(1) the Commaittee on Foreign Affairs and the
Committee on Financial Services of the House of Rep-
resentatives; and

(2) the Committee on Foreign Relations and the
Committee on Banking, Housing, and Urban Affairs
of the Senate.

SEC. 502. COST LIMITATION.

No additional funds are authorized to carry out the
requirements of this Act and the amendments made by this
Act. Such requirements shall be carried out using amounts

otherwise authorized.

SEC. 503. AUTHORITY TO CONSOLIDATE REPORTS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Any reports required to be sub-
matted to the appropriate congressional commattees under
this Act or any amendment made by this Act that are sub-
ject to a deadline for submassion consisting of the same unait
of tvme may be consolidated into a single report that is sub-
mitted to appropriate congressional commaittees pursuant to
such deadline. The consolidated reports shall contain all in-
Jormation required under this Act or any amendment made
by this Act, in addition to all other elements mandated by
previous law.

(b) DEFINITION.—In this section, the term “appro-
priate congressional committees” means—

(1) the Commattee on Foreign Affairs and the
Commattee on Financial Services of the House of Rep-
resentatives; and

(2) the Committee on Foreign Relations and the
Jommittee on Banking, Housing, and Urban Affairs
of the Senate.

SEC. 504. SUNSET.
This Act shall cease to be effective beginning on Decem-

ber 31, 2021.
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
