(a) INVESTIGATION REQUIRED.—The Inspector Gen-5

eral of the Department of Defense shall conduct a full in-6

vestigation into the withdrawal of the United States armed 7

forces from Afghanistan. Such investigation shall include 8

an analysis of each of the following: 9

(1) The extent to which, and the reasons why, 10

United States humvees, helicopters, artillery, and 11

drones ended up in the possession of the Taliban. 12

(2) The extent to which Afghan forces in pos-13

session of United States equipment entered Iran 14

with such equipment. 15

(3) The effectiveness of the evacuation of 16

United States and allied personnel from Afghani-17

stan. 18

(b) REPORT.—Not later than 90 days after the date 19

of the enactment of this Act, the Inspector General shall 20

submit to Congress a report that includes the findings of 21

the investigation conducted pursuant to subsection (a) and 22

any recommendations of the Inspector General for legisla-23

tive action.
