SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘PFAS Action Act of 4

2019’’. 5
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SEC. 2. DESIGNATION AS HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES. 1

Not later than 1 year after the date of enactment 2

of this Act, the Administrator of the Environmental Pro-3

tection Agency shall designate all per- and polyfluoroalkyl 4

substances as hazardous substances under section 102(a) 5

of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Com-6

pensation, and Liability Act of 1980 (42 U.S.C. 9602(a)). 7
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
