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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 1

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Reforming American 2

Immigration for a Strong Economy Act’’ or the ‘‘RAISE 3

Act’’. 4

SEC. 2. ELIMINATION OF DIVERSITY VISA PROGRAM. 5

SEC. 3. ANNUAL ADMISSION OF REFUGEES. 7

Section 207 of the Immigration and Nationality Act 8

(8 U.S.C. 1157) is amended— 9

subsections (a) and (e), respectively, and moving the 12

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The number of refugees 18

who may be admitted under this section in any fiscal 19

year may not exceed 50,000.

enumerate the number of aliens who were granted 22

‘‘(4) An alien is ineligible to receive a visa or to be 4

admitted into the United States as a nonimmigrant de-5

scribed in section 101(a)(15)(W) unless the alien provides 6

satisfactory proof that the United States citizen son or 7

daughter has arranged for health insurance coverage for 8

the alien, at no cost to the alien, during the anticipated 9

period of the alien’s residence in the United States.’’.

tion and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 1154) seeking 19

classification of an alien under a family-sponsored 20

immigrant category that was eliminated by the 21

amendments made by this section and filed after the 22

date on which this Act was introduced and any ap-23

plication for an immigrant visa based on such a peti-24

tion shall be considered invalid. 25
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(3) VALID OFFER OF ADMISSION.—Notwith-1

standing the termination by this Act of the family- 2

sponsored and employment-based immigrant visa 3

categories, any alien who was granted admission to 4

the United States under subsection (a) or (b) of sec-5

tion 203 of the Immigration and Nationality Act (8 6

U.S.C. 1153), as in effect on the day before the date 7

of the enactment of this Act, and is scheduled to re-8

ceive an immigrant visa in the applicable preference 9

category not later than 1 year after the date of the 10

enactment of this Act, shall be entitled to such visa 11

if the alien enters the United States within 1 year 12

after such date of enactment. 13

application fee in the amount of $160; and 9

‘‘(iv) any other information required 10

by the Director of U.S. Citizenship and 11

Immigration Services, by regulation. 12

‘‘(C) ELIGIBLE APPLICANT POOL.— 13

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Each application 14

that meets the points requirement set forth 15

in section 220 shall be placed in an eligible 16

applicant pool, which shall be sorted by 17

total points. 18

‘‘(ii) TIE-BREAKING FACTORS.—Appli-19

cations with equal points will be sorted 20

based on the following tie-breaking factors: 21

‘‘(I) Applicants whose highest 22

educational degree is a doctorate de-23

gree (or equivalent foreign degree) 24

shall be ranked higher than applicants 25
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whose highest educational degree is a 1

professional degree (as defined in sec-2

tion 220(a)) or equivalent foreign de-3

gree, who shall be ranked higher than 4

applicants whose highest educational 5

degree is a master’s degree (or equiv-6

alent foreign degree), who shall be 7

ranked higher than applicants whose 8

highest educational degree is a bach-9

elor’s degree (or equivalent foreign de-10

gree), who shall be ranked higher 11

than applicants whose highest edu-12

cational degree is a high school di-13

ploma (as defined in section 220(a)) 14

or equivalent foreign diploma, who 15

shall be ranked higher than applicants 16

without a high school diploma, with 17

United States degrees ranked higher 18

than their foreign counterparts.

main in the eligible applicant pool for 12 9

months. An applicant who is not invited to 10

apply for a point-based immigrant visa during 11

the 12-month period in which the application 12

remains in the eligible applicant pool may re-13

apply for placement in the eligible applicant 14

pool. 15

‘‘(2) VISA PETITION.— 16

‘‘(C) DISPOSITION OF PETITIONS EXCEED-8

ING THE ANNUAL NUMERICAL LIMITATION.—If 9

the Director receives a petition that complies 10

with the requirements under subparagraph (B) 11

after the numerical limitation set forth in sec-12

tion 201(d) has been reached for the applicable 13

fiscal year, the Director shall— 14

‘‘(i) issue a points-based immigrant 15

visa to the petitioner; 16

‘‘(ii) delay the admission into the 17

thorized to work in the United States or to re-24

ceive any other benefits of permanent residence. 25

shall adjust the amount of the fees required under 2

paragraphs (1)(B)(iii) and (2)(B)(iv) every 2 years, 3

as appropriate, to reflect inflation.

‘‘(2) ENGLISH LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY TEST 19

RANKING.— 20

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subpara-21

graph (B), the term ‘English language pro-22

ficiency test ranking’ means the decile rank of 23

the applicant’s English language proficiency 24

test score, when compared with all of the other 25
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people who took the same test during the same 1

period. 2

‘‘(B) ADJUSTMENT.—The Director of U.S. 3

Citizenship and Immigration Services, in con-4

sultation with the Secretary of Education, may 5

adjust the decile rank of an applicant’s English 6

language proficiency test score if the number of 7

people taking such test is too small or unusu-8

ally skewed to make such decile rank incon-9

sistent with the decile rank the applicant would 10

have received if he or she had taken the IELTS 11

or TOEFL. 12

‘‘(3) HIGH SCHOOL.—The term ‘high school’ 13

has the meaning given such term in section 8101 of 14

the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 15

1965 (20 U.S.C. 7801). 16

‘‘(4) IELTS.—The term ‘IELTS’ means the 17

International English Language Testing System. 18

‘‘(5) INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION.— 19

The term ‘institution of higher education’ has the 20

meaning given the term in section 101 of the Higher 21

Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1001). 22

‘‘(6) PROFESSIONAL DEGREE.—The term ‘pro-23

fessional degree’ includes the following degrees: 24

‘‘(A) Master’s of Business Administration. 25
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‘‘(B) Doctor of Jurisprudence. 1

‘‘(C) Doctor of Medicine. 2

‘‘(7) STEM.—The term ‘STEM’ means the 3

academic discipline of science, technology, engineer-4

ing, or mathematics. 5

‘‘(8) TOEFL.—The term ‘TOEFL’ means the 6

Test of English as a Foreign Language. 7

‘‘(b) IN GENERAL.—An alien is eligible to submit an 8

application for placement in the eligible applicant pool 9

under section 203(b)(1) if the applicant has accrued a 10

total of 30 points under this section. 11

‘‘(c) AGE.— 12

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—An applicant may accrue 13

points for age under this subsection based on the 14

age of the applicant on the date on which the appli-15

cant submits an application under section 203(b)(1). 16

‘‘(2) AGES 0 THROUGH 17.—An alien who has 17

not reached 18 years of age may not submit an ap-18

plication under section 203(b)(1). 19

‘‘(3) AGES 18 THROUGH 21.—An applicant who 20

is at least 18 years of age and younger than 22 21

years of age shall accrue 6 points. 22

‘‘(4) AGES 22 THROUGH 25.—An applicant who 23

is at least 22 years of age and younger than 26 24

years of age shall accrue 8 points. 25
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‘‘(5) AGES 26 THROUGH 30.—An applicant who 1

is at least 26 years of age and younger than 31 2

years of age shall accrue 10 points. 3

‘‘(6) AGES 31 THROUGH 35.—An applicant who 4

is at least 31 years of age and younger than 36 5

years of age shall accrue 8 points. 6

‘‘(7) AGES 36 THROUGH 40.—An applicant who 7

is at least 36 years of age and younger than 41 8

years of age shall accrue 6 points. 9

‘‘(8) AGES 41 THROUGH 45.—An applicant who 10

is at least 41 years of age and younger than 46 11

years of age shall accrue 4 points. 12

‘‘(9) AGES 46 THROUGH 50.—An applicant who 13

is at least 46 years of age and younger than 51 14

years of age shall accrue 2 points. 15

‘‘(10) AGE 51 AND OLDER.—An applicant who 16

is at least 51 years of age may submit an applica-17

tion under section 203(b), but shall not accrue any 18

points on account of age. 19

‘‘(d) EDUCATION.— 20

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—An applicant may only ac-21

crue points for educational attainment under this 22

section based on the highest degree obtained by the 23

applicant as of the date on which the applicant sub-24

mits an application under section 203(b). 25

SCHOOL DEGREE.—An applicant whose highest de-2

gree is a diploma from a high school in the United 3

States, or the foreign equivalent of such a degree, as 4

determined by the Secretary of Education, shall ac-5

crue 1 point.

‘‘(2) FAILURE TO MAINTAIN INVESTMENT.—A 10

points-based immigrant visa issued under section 11

201(b) to an applicant who accrued points under 12

this subsection shall be rescinded if the applicant 13

fails to comply with the requirements under para-14

graph (1) for a period in excess of 1 year. 15

‘‘(i) VALID OFFER OF ADMISSION UNDER FAMILY 16

PREFERENCE CATEGORY.—Any alien who was granted 17

admission to the United States under section 203(a), as 18

in effect on the day before the date of enactment of this 19

section, shall be entitled to 2 points if— 20

‘‘(1) the applicant was scheduled to receive an 21

immigrant visa under that preference category; and 22

‘‘(2) the applicant did not receive an immigrant 23

visa during the 1-year period beginning on the date 24

of the enactment of this section.

(f) QUADRENNIAL REPORT.— 14

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 4 years after 15

the date of the enactment of this Act, and every 4 16
