Whereas the First and Second Summits of the Americas ad-

vanced commitments to lower trade barriers, improve 

transparency and market access, and facilitate economic 

integration, and, following those Summits, the United 

States has signed free trade agreements with 12 of the 

35 countries in the region; 

Whereas, since 2018, Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Co-

lombia, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Guyana, Hon-

duras, Jamaica, Panama, Suriname, and Uruguay have 

signed Memorandums of Understanding with the United 

States under the America Crece Program to leverage pri-

vate investment in energy and infrastructure projects and 

advance economic prosperity, security, and good govern-

ance;

Resolved, That the Senate— 1

States hosting the Ninth Summit of the Americas; 3

(2) reaffirms the commitment of the United 4

States to promote economic prosperity, security, and 5

democratic governance throughout the Americas; 6

and 7

(3) calls on the President to lead a strong and 8

coordinated diplomatic effort during the Summit 9

process to ensure the Ninth Summit of the Amer-10

icas— 11

(A) strengthens democratic governance by 12

building on the 2018 Lima Commitment to— 13

(i) reduce bureaucracy; 14
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(ii) strengthen the independence of ju-1

diciaries; 2

(iii) increase transparency through the 3

use of new technologies; 4

(iv) encourage private sector partici-5

pation in the formulation of public anti- 6

corruption policies; 7

(v) protect whistleblowers, journalists, 8

and law enforcement officials; 9

(vi) work towards preventing regional 10

financial systems from being used to trans-11

fer and conceal illicit funds; and 12

(vii) identify resources to strengthen 13

hemispheric anticorruption mechanisms; 14

(B) strengthens post-COVID–19 pandemic 15

economic recovery efforts by outlining specific 16

commitments to deepen trade and investment 17

integration throughout the Americas and pur-18

suing effective nearshoring and reshoring initia-19

tives; 20

(C) builds upon United States efforts to 21

enhance the institutional capacity and technical 22

capabilities of partner countries to strengthen 23

the rule of law, civilian security, respect of 24

human rights, and government transparency; 25
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(D) builds upon United States efforts to 1

enhance regional cooperation to disrupt, de-2

grade, and dismantle malign state and non- 3

state influences, including transnational orga-4

nized criminal networks, and terrorist organiza-5

tions; 6

(E) reinforces the capacity of member 7

states to— 8

(i) implement actions and initiatives 9

in support of peaceful and democratic ef-10

forts of the people of Cuba, Nicaragua, 11

and Venezuela, who desire to hold free and 12

fair elections and restore democratic order 13

and the rule of law in their respective 14

countries; and 15

(ii) support the people of El Salvador, 16

Guatemala, and Honduras as they strive to 17

address weak democratic governance and 18

the elevated levels of corruption, violence, 19

and criminality that drive irregular migra-20

tion; and 21

(F) explores a comprehensive approach to 22

forced displacement and migration challenges in 23

the Western Hemisphere, takes stock of human-24

itarian crises and flashpoints in the region, and 25
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mobilizes member state commitments to advo-1

cate for and support multilateral humanitarian 2

and development responses. 3
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
