ees, whichever is higher: Provided further, That this section
shall not apply to Department of Defense foreign service
national employees serving at United States diplomatic
missions whose pay s set by the Department of State under

the Foreign Service Act of 1980: Provided further, That the
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limatations of this provision shall not apply to foreign na-
tional employees of the Department of Defense in the Re-
public of Turkey.

SEC. 8003. No part of any appropriation contained
wm this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the
current fiscal year, unless expressly so provided herein.

SEC. 8004. No more than 20 percent of the appropria-
tions in this Act which are limited for obligation during
the current fiscal year shall be obligated during the last 2
months of the fiscal year: Provided, That this section shall
not apply to obligations for support of active duty training
of reserve components or summer camp training of the Re-
serve Officers” Training Corps.

Provided  further, That a  request for multiple
reprogrammings of funds using authority provided in this
section shall be made prior to June 30, 2019: Provided fur-
ther, That transfers among military personnel appropria-
tions shall not be taken into account for purposes of the
limitation on the amount of funds that may be transferred
under this section.

SEC. 8006. (a) With regard to the list of specific pro-
grams, projects, and activities (and the dollar amounts and
adjustments to budget activities corresponding to such pro-

grams, projects, and activities) contarned in the tables titled
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“Commattee Recommended Adjustments” in the explana-
tory statement regarding this Act, the obligation and ex-
penditure of amounts appropriated or otherwise made
available wn this Act for those programs, projects, and ac-
twities for awhich the amounts appropriated exceed the
amounts requested are hereby required by law to be carried
out wn the manner provided by such tables to the same ex-
tent as if the tables were included in the text of this Act.

to be submitted to Congress prior to the Secretary exercising

10, Unated States Code.
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SEc. 8011. Within the funds appropriated for the oper-
ation and maintenance of the Armed Forces, funds are here-
by appropriated pursuant to section 401 of title 10, United
States Code, for humanitarian and civic assistance costs
under chapter 20 of title 10, United States Code. Such funds
may also be obligated for humanitarian and civic assist-
ance costs incidental to authorized operations and pursuant
to authority granted wn section 401 of chapter 20 of title
10, United States Code, and these obligations shall be re-
ported as required by section 401(d) of title 10, Unated
States Code: Provided, That funds available for operation
and maintenance shall be available for providing humani-
tarian and similar assistance by using Civie Action Teams
wm the Trust Territories of the Pacific Islands and freely
associated states of Micronesia, pursuant to the Compact
of Free Association as authorized by Public Law 99-239:
Provided further, That upon a determination by the Sec-

(including such alcoholic beverages sold by the drink) on
a military installation located in the United States unless

such malt beverages and wine are procured within that

wmstallation s located in more than one State, purchases
may be made in any State in which the installation is lo-
cated: Provided further, That such local procurement re-

(f) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Act,
the total amount appropriated in this Act for FFRDCs is
hereby reduced by $179,000,000: Provided, That this sub-
section shall not apply to appropriations for the National
Intelligence Program (NIP) and the Military Intelligence
Program (MIP).

SEC. 8024. None of the funds appropriated or made
available in this Act shall be used to procure carbon, alloy,
or armor steel plate for use in any Government-owned facil-
ity or property under the control of the Department of De-
Sfense which were not melted and rolled in the United States
or Canada: Provided, That these procurement restrictions
shall apply to any and all Federal Supply Class 9515,

Such report
shall separately indicate the dollar value of items for which
the Buy American Act was waived pursuant to any agree-

ment described in subsection (a)(2), the Trade Agreement
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Act of 1979 (19 U.S.C. 2501 et seq.), or any international

agreement to which the United States is a party.

(¢) For purposes of this section, the term “Buy Amer-
rcan Act” means chapter 83 of title 41, Unated States Code.

SEC. 8028. During the current fiscal year, amounts
contained in the Department of Defense Overseas Military
Facility Investment Recovery Account established by section
2921(c)(1) of the National Defense Authorization Act of
1991 (Public Law 101-510; 10 U.S.C. 2687 note) shall be
available until expended for the payments specified by sec-
tron 2921(c)(2) of that Act.

SEC. 8029. (a) Notwithstanding any other provision
of law, the Secretary of the Air Force may convey at no
cost to the Air Force, without consideration, to Indian
tribes located wn the States of Nevada, Idaho, North Dakota,
South Dakota, Montana, Oregon, Minnesota, and Wash-
ington relocatable military housing units located at Grand
Forks Aiwr Force Base, Malmstrom Air Force Base, Moun-
tarn Home Air Force Base, Ellsworth Awr Force Base, and
Minot Avwr Force Base that are excess to the needs of the
Air Force.

(b) The Secretary of the Awr Force shall convey, at no
cost to the Aiwr Force, military housing units under sub-
section (a) wn accordance with the request for such unaits

that are submitted to the Secretary by the Operation Walk-
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mg Shield Program on behalf of Indian tribes located in
the States of Nevada, Idaho, North Dakota, South Dakota,
Montana, Oregon, Minnesota, and Washington. Any such
conveyance shall be subject to the condition that the housing
units shall be removed within a reasonable period of time,
as determaned by the Secretary.

(¢) The Operation Walking Shield Program shall re-
solve any conflicts among requests of Indian tribes for hous-
mg units under subsection (a) before submitting requests
to the Secretary of the Avr Force under subsection (b).

apply any political test or qualification wn selecting, ap-
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powmting, promoting, or taking any other personnel action
with respect to officers, agents, and employees of CPB: Pro-
vided further, That none of the funds made available to
CPB by this Act shall be used to support the Television Fu-
ture Fund or any similar purpose.

111-148 shall be used to pay the salary or expenses of any

SEcC. 521. (a) None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer net-
work unless such network blocks the viewing, downloading,
and exchanging of pornography.

(b) Nothing wn subsection (a) shall limit the use of
SJunds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law
enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out crimai-
nal imvestigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities.

SEC. 522. None of the funds made available under this
or any other Act, or any prior Appropriations Act, may
be provided to the Association of Community Organizations
Jor Reform Now (ACORN), or any of ils affiliates, subsidi-
aries, allied organizations, or successors.

SEC. 523. For purposes of carrying out Executive
Order 13589, Office of Management and Budget Memo-
randum M—-12—-12 dated May 11, 2012, and requirements
contained wn the annual appropriations bills relating to
conference attendance and expenditures:

(1) the operating divisions of HHS shall be con-
sidered independent agencies; and

(2) attendance at and support for scientific con-
ferences shall be tabulated separately from and not
mcluded i agency totals.

SEC. 524. Federal agencies funded under this Act shall

clearly state within the text, audio, or video used for adver-
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tising or educational purposes, including emails or Internet
postings, that the communication s printed, published, or
produced and disseminated at U.S. taxpayer expense. The
Junds used by a Federal agency to carry out this require-
ment shall be derived from amounts made available to the
agency for advertising or other communications regarding
the programs and activities of the agency.

SEC. 525. (a) Federal agencies may use Federal discre-
tionary funds that are made available in this Act to carry
out up to 10 Performance Partnership Pilots. Such Pilots
shall be governed by the provisions of section 526 of division
H of Public Law 113-76, except that in carrying out such
Pilots section 526 shall be applied by substituting “FISCAL
YEAR 20197 for “FISCAL YEAR 20147 in the title of sub-
section (D) and by substituting “September 30, 2023 for
“September 30, 2018 each place it appears: Provided, That
such pilots shall include communities that have experienced
civil unrest.

(b) In addition, Federal agencies may use Federal dis-
cretionary funds that are made available in this Act to par-
ticipate in Performance Parvtnership Pilots that are being
carried out pursuant to the authority provided by section
526 of diviston H of Public Law 113-76, section 524 of
duvision G of Public Law 113-235, section 525 of division

H of Public Law 114—113, section 525 of division H of Pub-
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lic Law 115-31, and section 525 of division H of Public
Law 115-141.

(c) Pilot sites selected under authorities in this Act and
prior appropriations Acts may be granted by relevant agen-
cies up to an additional 5 years to operate under such au-
thorities.

SEC. 526. Not later than 30 days after the end of each
calendar quarter, beginning with the first month of fiscal
year 2019, the Departments of Labor, Health and Human
Services and Education and the Social Security Adminis-
tration shall provide the Commattees on Appropriations of
the House of Representatives and Senate a report on the
status of balances of appropriations: Provided, That for bal-
ances that are unobligated and uncommaitted, commatted,
and obligated but unexpended, the monthly reports shall
separately identify the amounts attributable to each source
year of appropriation (beginning with fiscal year 2012, or,
to the extent feasible, earlier fiscal years) from which bal-
ances were derived.

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SEC. 528. Of the amounts deposited in the Child En-
rollment Contingency Fund for fiscal year 2019 under sec-
tion 2104(n)(2) of the Social Security Act and the income
deriwved from investment of those funds pursuant to section
2104(m)(2)(C) of that Act, $3,398,000,000 shall not be
avarlable for obligation in this fiscal year.

SEC. 529. It is the sense of Congress that—

(1) computer science education programs, includ-
mg coding academaies, can provide important benefits
to local industries and the economy and help meet in-
demand workforce needs; and

(2) the Department of Education and Depart-
ment of Labor should work together with industry to
mmprove and expand computer science education pro-
grams and opportunities, including through appren-
ticeships.
