SEC. 101. Such amounts as may be necessary, at a 14

rate for operations as provided in the applicable appropria-15

tions Acts for fiscal year 2021 and under the authority and 16

conditions provided in such Acts, for continuing projects 17

or activities (including the costs of direct loans and loan 18

guarantees) that are not otherwise specifically provided for 19

in this Act, that were conducted in fiscal year 2021, and 20

SEC. 102. (a) No appropriation or funds made avail-18

able or authority granted pursuant to section 101 for the 19

Department of Defense shall be used for: 20

production in fiscal year 2021 or prior years; 22

(2) the increase in production rates above those 23

sustained with fiscal year 2021 funds; or 24
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(3) The initiation, resumption, or continuation 1

of any project, activity, operation, or organization 2

(defined as any project, subproject, activity, budget 3

activity, program element, and subprogram within a 4

program element, and for any investment items de-5

fined as a P–1 line item in a budget activity within 6

an appropriation account and an R–1 line item that 7

includes a program element and subprogram element 8

within an appropriation account) for which appro-9

priations, funds, or other authority were not available 10

during fiscal year 2021. 11

(b) No appropriation or funds made available or au-12

thority granted pursuant to section 101 for the Department 13

of Defense shall be used to initiate multi-year procurements 14

utilizing advance procurement funding for economic order 15

quantity procurement unless specifically appropriated 16

later. 17

SEC. 103. Appropriations made by section 101 shall 18

be available to the extent and in the manner that would 19

be provided by the pertinent appropriations Act. 20

SEC. 104. Except as otherwise provided in section 102, 21

no appropriation or funds made available or authority 22

granted pursuant to section 101 shall be used to initiate 23

or resume any project or activity for which appropriations, 24
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funds, or other authority were not available during fiscal 1

year 2021. 2

SEC. 105. Appropriations made and authority granted 3

pursuant to this Act shall cover all obligations or expendi-4

tures incurred for any project or activity during the period 5

for which funds or authority for such project or activity 6

are available under this Act. 7

SEC. 106. Unless otherwise provided for in this Act 8

or in the applicable appropriations Act for fiscal year 2022, 9

appropriations and funds made available and authority 10

granted pursuant to this Act shall be available until which-11

ever of the following first occurs: 12

(1) The enactment into law of an appropriation 13

for any project or activity provided for in this Act. 14

(2) The enactment into law of the applicable ap-15

propriations Act for fiscal year 2022 without any 16

provision for such project or activity. 17

(3) December 3, 2021. 18

SEC. 107. Expenditures made pursuant to this Act 19

shall be charged to the applicable appropriation, fund, or 20

authorization whenever a bill in which such applicable ap-21

propriation, fund, or authorization is contained is enacted 22

into law. 23

SEC. 108. Appropriations made and funds made avail-24

able by or authority granted pursuant to this Act may be 25
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used without regard to the time limitations for submission 1

and approval of apportionments set forth in section 1513 2

of title 31, United States Code, but nothing in this Act may 3

be construed to waive any other provision of law governing 4

the apportionment of funds. 5

SEC. 109. Notwithstanding any other provision of this 6

Act, except section 106, for those programs that would other-7

wise have high initial rates of operation or complete dis-8

tribution of appropriations at the beginning of fiscal year 9

2022 because of distributions of funding to States, foreign 10

countries, grantees, or others, such high initial rates of oper-11

ation or complete distribution shall not be made, and no 12

grants shall be awarded for such programs funded by this 13

Act that would impinge on final funding prerogatives. 14

SEC. 110. This Act shall be implemented so that only 15

the most limited funding action of that permitted in the 16

Act shall be taken in order to provide for continuation of 17

projects and activities. 18

SEC. 111. (a) For entitlements and other mandatory 19

payments whose budget authority was provided in appro-20

priations Acts for fiscal year 2021, and for activities under 21

the Food and Nutrition Act of 2008, activities shall be con-22

tinued at the rate to maintain program levels under current 23

law, under the authority and conditions provided in the 24
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applicable appropriations Act for fiscal year 2021, to be 1

continued through the date specified in section 106(3). 2

(b) Notwithstanding section 106, obligations for man-3

datory payments due on or about the first day of any month 4

that begins after October 2021 but not later than 30 days 5

after the date specified in section 106(3) may continue to 6

be made, and funds shall be available for such payments. 7

SEC. 112. Amounts made available under section 101 8

for civilian personnel compensation and benefits in each de-9

partment and agency may be apportioned up to the rate 10

for operations necessary to avoid furloughs within such de-11

partment or agency, consistent with the applicable appro-12

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SEC. 114. (a) Each amount incorporated by reference 1

in this Act that was previously designated by the Congress 2

as an emergency requirement pursuant to section 3

251(b)(2)(A) of the Balanced Budget and Emergency Def-4

icit Control Act of 1985 or as being for disaster relief pursu-5

ant to section 251(b)(2)(D) of such Act is designated by the 6

Congress as an emergency requirement pursuant to section 7

4001 of S. Con. Res. 14 (117th Congress), the concurrent 8

resolution on the budget for fiscal year 2022, or as being 9

for disaster relief pursuant to sections 4004(b)(6) and 10

4005(f) of such concurrent resolution, respectively. 11

SEC. 115. (a) Rescissions or cancellations of discre-4

tionary budget authority that continue pursuant to section 5

101 in Treasury Appropriations Fund Symbols (TAFS)— 6

(1) to which other appropriations are not pro-7

vided by this Act, but for which there is a current ap-8

plicable TAFS that does receive an appropriation in 9

this Act; or 10

118. (a) In carrying out the Special Supple-3

mental Nutrition Program for Women, Infants, and Chil-4

dren for the first quarter of fiscal year 2022, the Secretary 5

of Agriculture shall increase the amount of a cash-value 6

voucher to an amount recommended by the National Acad-7

emies of Science, Engineering and Medicine and adjusted 8

for inflation for women and children participants. 9

(b) Amounts made available by section 101 to the De-10

partment of Agriculture for ‘‘Domestic Food Programs- 11

Food and Nutrition Service-Special Supplemental Nutri-12

tion Program for Women, Infants, and Children (WIC)’’ 13

shall be apportioned at the rate for operations necessary 14

to accommodate the increase described in subsection (a).

Notwithstanding sections 102 and 104, 5

amounts made available by section 101 to the Department 6

of Defense for ‘‘Research, Development, Test and Evalua-7

tion—Research, Development, Test and Evaluation, Air 8

Force’’ may be apportioned up to the rate of operations nec-9

essary for the acquisition of real property by the United 10

States Government. 11

SEC. 122. During the period covered by this Act, the 12

limitation at section 2208(l)(3) of title 10, United States 13

Code, shall not apply with respect to advance billing for 14

orders for relief efforts related to the COVID–19 pandemic. 15

(e) REPORT.—Not later than 120 days after the date 23

of enactment of this Act, and every 3 months thereafter, the 24

Secretary of Homeland Security, in consultation with the 25
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Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of State, shall sub-1

mit a report to Congress detailing the number of individ-2

uals described in subsection (a); the number of individuals 3

receiving benefits in subsection (b), including their eligi-4

bility for benefits as refugees notwithstanding this Act; and 5

any other information deemed relevant by the Secretary. 6

REPORTING REQUIREMENT 7

a U.S. funded partner organization, media, 11

or non-profit; 12

(vii) the number of Priority 1 refugee 13

referrals; 14

(viii) the number of Priority 2 refugee 15

referrals; 16

(ix) the number who have been relo-17

cated from the United States to a third 18

country, and the country to which they were 19

relocated; and 20

(x) the number who do not fall into 21

any of the above categories; 22

(B) the number of Afghan evacuees at over-23

seas bases or other official staging areas who 24

have been flagged as potential security concerns 25
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or risks or included on the United States no-fly 1

list and who were therefore denied clearance to 2

enter the United States; and 3

(C) the number of the Afghan evacuees who 4

have been paroled into the United States— 5

(i) the number whose parole was termi-6

nated; and 7

(ii) the number whose parole has been 8

extended. 9

(2) The number of Afghan evacuees who have 10

been interviewed by U.S. Citizenship and Immigra-11

tion Services in connection with an application or 12

petition for immigration benefits, including— 13

(A) the number of such interviews conducted 14

since the United States withdrawal; 15

(B) the rate at which individuals were 16

granted or refused the benefits that formed the 17

basis for such interviews; 18

(C) the number of individuals who did not 19

appear at a scheduled interview; and 20

(D) a description of the procedures for 21

screening for and detecting child marriage, 22

human trafficking, gender-based violence, and 23

marriages entered into or relationships as 24
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fiancee or fiance claimed for the sole purpose of 1

securing evacuation. 2

(3) For each Federal department and agency in-3

volved in Operation Allies Welcome— 4

(A) as of the date of the report, the costs in-5

curred; and 6

(B) an identification of the source of appro-7

priated or other funds used to fund the effort. 8

(c) DEFINITION OF AFGHAN EVACUEE.—In this sec-9

tion, the term ‘‘Afghan evacuee’’ means a person whose 10

evacuation from Afghanistan to the United States, or a lo-11

cation overseas controlled by the United States, was facili-12

tated by the United States as part of Operation Allies Ref-13

uge. 14

SEC. 2504. Each amount appropriated or made avail-15

able by this Act is in addition to amounts otherwise appro-16

priated for the fiscal year involved. 17

SEC. 2505. No part of any appropriation contained 18

in this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the 19

current fiscal year unless expressly so provided herein. 20

SEC. 2506. Unless otherwise provided for by this Act, 21

the additional amounts appropriated by this Act to appro-22

priations accounts shall be available under the authorities 23

and conditions applicable to such appropriations accounts 24

for fiscal year 2022.
