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SEC. 2. NATIVE AMERICAN LANGUAGE RESOURCE CENTERS.

(a) PURPOSE.—The purpose of this Act is to further
align the resources provided by the Department of Edu-
cation with the policies set forth in the Native American
Languages Act (25 U.S.C. 2901 et seq.) through establish-
ment of a program within the Department of Education
to support 1 or more Native American language resource
centers.

(b) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Education is au-
thorized to make a grant to, or enter into a contract with,
an eligible entity for the purpose of—

(1) establishing, strengthening, and operating a

Native American language resource center; and

(2) staffing the center with individuals with rel-
evant expertise and experience, including staff who
speak American Indian and Alaska Native languages
and the Natiwe Hawavian language and have worked

(¢c) AUTHORIZED ACTIVITIES.—The Native American

(2) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—The term “eligible enti-
